After and, the main verb is not usually repeated. The auxiliary verb is used instead of the main verb. The auxiliary needs to agree with the verb tense in the original statement.
( Leo has a car, and Martin does, too.

( Leo has a car, and so does Martin.
Pay attention to word order. 
· Subject + Auxiliary +TOO 
· SO + Auxiliary + Subject

· The sentence uses the verb ‘be’, and it’s repeated here. ‘too’ goes at the end of the sentence.

(Drill1) (simple variable substitution drill)

He is happy, and so is she.

· ‘so’ comes after the conjunction ‘and’, the subject goes at the end.

(Drill2) (simple variable substitution drill)

(board)
I like pizza, and they do too.

I like pizza, and so do they.

(explain)

I like pizza, and they do too.

· This (‘like’) is in the present tense.

The auxiliary verb for the present tense is ‘do’.
After ‘do’, use ‘too’.
· If this(‘like’) is in the past tense,
[I liked pizza, and they did too.]
‘Did’ is the auxiliary verb (or the helping verb) for the past tense.
(Drill3) (simple variable substitution drill)

(explain)
I like pizza, and so do they.

· So comes after conjunction, and the subject comes after the helping verb, ‘do’.
(Drill4) (simple variable substitution drill)
