	Language Systems:
Lexis - run out, make one’s bed, exercise, shave, hang, take off, pajama, honk the horn, 

round-about, window washer (verbs or nouns from Mr. Bean video activity)
Phonology - None to discuss

Grammar - Present continuous(affirmative & interrogative)
Function - Describing actions which are in progress
Discourse - Asking & answering questions using present continuous


	Assumptions:
Students already had a present continuous class before and this is the second lesson.
Students already know how to make present continuous sentences.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Students might not use verb ‘be’ and just use ‘Verb+ing’ from only. 

If they make the same mistake over and over again, the teacher will try to make students do self-correction by asking questions or giving good examples.

* I have some name cards and some mission cards.

* Nick (one student from class), please come up and pick one mission card. Now, try to mime the action on the card without talking. (Demonstration)
* If you know what he is doing, raise your hand and ask him(her) what he(she) is doing by “Are you ~ ing?’ form.

* Now, the front row will watch a video and describe the action taking place to the person at your back using present continuous. You can describe people, things, anything really, but try to focus on the action. Try to describe as much as you can.

* People at the back will write down as much information as they can.

* I will give you 5 minutes.
