	Language Skills:
*Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instruction and students’ discussion on the topic
*Reading: Read the article about the Cheating on the Test and questions for reading comprehension check
*Speaking: Discussion based on the article and a real-play in a group
*Writing: assignment – writing an essay



	Language Systems:
*Function: cheating on the test as a social problem
*Phonology: pronunciation related to vocabularies in the article
*Lexis: key words and new vocabularies in the article
*Discourse: how to prevent cheating on the test
*Grammar: past form of the verb



	Assumptions:

- Ss already know that cheating on the test is not accepted.
- Ss are advanced level

- They are mostly active. The class will work in groups.

- Familiar with real-plays acting out in front of the class.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Ss don’t understand key vocabularies

> T tells Ss the meaning of the vocabularies

- If the real-play is too difficult to them

> T will demonstrate how to do the real-play

- Ss finish their task earlier than expected

> Have Ss discuss according to the topic

- Ss take longer to complete their task than expected

> Assign as homework or cut reviewing today’s topic
