READING PASSAGE

②One day, shortly after sunrise, the prince decided to go hunting, leaving Gilbert to look after the baby. However, while he was away, the many ferocious packs of wolves who roamed the land in search of food and were the terror of the area came out of a nearby wood and ran towards the small wooden cottage where the baby was sleeping. Gilbert, however, saw them coming and managed to hide the baby. Having done this he ran outside and fought the wolves, killing two of them but being wounded in the process. Finally the wolves ran off and Gilbert, exhausted from the fight, lay down to sleep.
 ③ When Llewellyn returned, in the late afternoon, the first thing he saw was the sleeping dog covered in blood. On entering the cottage he also saw that his son’s cot was empty and so in a fit of rage, he took his sword and, with a mighty stroke, cut the dog in half while he slept. Just then, he heard the cry of a baby and discovered the hidden child. As he was picking up the infant, he happened to notice the two dead wolves lying outside the cottage and then he understood what had really happened.
