· Ss can practice and improve speaking and listening by working in a group.

· Ss can practice debate strategy and tactics by taking unfamiliar positions 

· Ss can learn how to extrapolate cause from effect by supporting their conclusions verbally.


	Language Skills:

Reading: Picking keywords from an article
Listening: Listen to the teacher and basing answer on what you hear
Speaking: Being clear, concise and to the point 
Writing: Taking good notes to be used during debate


	Language Systems:
· Phonology :Pronunciation related to vocabulary in the article
· Lexis: Key words and new vocabulary in the article

	Assumptions:

<Reading comprehension>

Divide Ss groups of 2. 

Answer the questions about the article discussing with your partner.(hand out reading comprehension worksheet)
<Debate>

Divide Ss into 2 groups. One group agrees that ‘fan death’ is true; the other group doesn’t agree using what they believe. You have 5 minutes to discuss in your group and 7 minutes to debate.
CCQ

· Are you working alone?(no)

· (looking at one group) Do you agree that ‘fan death’ is true?(yes/no)

· Can you talk about what you heard or believe about ‘fan death?’(yes)

· Do you start debate now?(no)
· How long do you have to discuss with your group?(3 Min)

Choose 3 superstitions and discuss about what they really mean
Ss share their opinion with the whole class.
	Divide Ss into groups of 3, hand out worksheet.
Here are some western superstitions on the worksheet. Discuss which means good luck and bad luck. Then come up with 5 superstitions each which mean good luck and bad luck and write them down on your worksheet. Discuss with your group members. You have 5 minutes.
CCQ
· How many superstitions mean good luck do you have to think?(5)
· How long do you have?(7 Min)
You are still working with your same group, choose 3 superstitions and discuss about why it became a superstition. 
 -Example-

 “Why shouldn’t you walk under a ladder?” very simple… if you walk under a ladder, it means someone is up above you. They could drop something on your head. 

CCQ
· Do you work alone?(no)

· How many superstitions do you choose?(3)

· What do you have to think about it? (why it became a superstition)
After discussing, share each group’s idea with the whole class.
<Feedback>

If Ss made mistakes, correct them.

<closing>

Today, we talked about superstitions. Some of them are quite reasonable. ‘Fan death’ maybe not true, but I think it is reasonable that people should not turn on the fan in a sealed room when they go sleep. You might get nose problem. Have a good day and I will see you next weekend. Bye.
