	Aims:

Main: Ss will be able to understand the article through discussing and answering comprehension questions.
Secondary: Ss will be able to interpret the article and give and support their own opinions by discussing their opinions in small groups.


	Language Skills:

Reading: Read the article, worksheet questions, matching vocabulary and the definition.
Listening: Listen to true or false questions.
Speaking: Discussion, role play.
Writing: Writing a letter(homework)


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : Find homonyms in the article
· Lexis: vocabulary commonly used in discussion of school policy

· Function: Understanding the article about new school policy
