	Materials:

	Aims:

- Main : The teacher enables students to improve their speaking skills by Students talking about “Do you believe in UFOs?”.
- Secondary : Students will talk about “Do you believe in UFOs?” by discussing with group members.

- Personal : I want to improve on my CCQ’s.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to each other their abduction experiences.
- Speaking: Students will share their background information and opinions about UFOs.
- Reading: Students will read an article.
- Writing: Students will describe UFOs and aliens by writing and drawing pictures. 


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: none to discuss
- Lexis: Matching the new words and meanings.
- Grammar: none to discuss
- Function: none to discuss

- Discourse: group discussion about their answers and opinions


	Assumptions:

- Students already know how the class is set up and run.
- Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
- All students are interested in extraterrestrial beings.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not know proper words to describe UFOs and aliens.
- Students may need more time to match the word cards and meaning cards.
- Students may have a problem in pronunciation with new vocabulary.
	- Explain proper words with examples.
- If it takes longer than 2minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally

- Clearly read the vocabulary and make the students to read after you. You can do this a couple of times if it needs.

Eliciting

1. Imagination
Demonstration

Work individually. Draw an UFO and alien what you imagine and think what they do on our planet. You have 4 minutes.

Work in a group. Read the article and think it’s a real alien’s skull or a fake? I will give you 4 minutes.

We're taking this entire story with a grain of salt, but, hey... if the Thanksgiving dinner conversation comes to a grinding halt tomorrow, you'll be glad you read this.
Unconfirmed reports of a strangely shaped skull found in Peru hit the web on Tuesday (Nov. 22). Apparently, anonymous scientists -- who we're not entirely sure exist -- have "confirmed" that it's an "extraterrestrial being."
