	Materials:

	Aims:

- Main : To enable students to improve their listening skills by listening to and talking about “Festivals in Australia”

- Secondary : Students will talk about “Festivals in Australia” by group discussion, worksheets.
- Personal : I want to improve on ICQ’s.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to a song and an article.
- Speaking: Students will share their background information about Australia and students   have individual speeches during the post activity.
- Reading: Students will read a dictation worksheet.
- Writing: Students will take dictation by listening to a song and writing on the article worksheet.


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: comparing to different accents by listening to a song and an article
- Lexis: Words used in worksheets and the listening passages
- Grammar: none to discuss
- Function: none to discuss
- Discourse: group discussion about their answers and experiences


	Assumptions:

- Students already know how the class is set up and run.
- Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
- All students are interested in travelling to Australia. 

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
- Students may need more time to work on their worksheets.

- Student may have a problem in pronunciation with new vocabulary.
	- Chunk the listening

(pause–play–pause–play)

- If it takes longer than 5minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally

- Clearly read the vocabulary and make the students to read after you. You can do this a couple of times if it needs.

2. Listening for details

Instructions
You will listen to the article one by one this time. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually. You will have 5 minutes.
ICQs
- What are you supposed to do?

- Are you working alone?

- How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet#2)
(Read Listening Script #1 one by one)

Let students write answers as they listen
Now, work in pairs. Compare the answers with your group members. 
Ask them several questions based on the worksheet.

-What are included on Snowy Hydro Upper Murray Challenge?
-Which festival can you see the region’s fire brigades?

Read the passages to students.
Hugh Jackman
He is an Australian actor and producer who is involved in film, musical theatre, and television.
He has won international recognition for his roles in major films, notably as action/superhero, period and romance characters. He is known for his role as Wolverine in the X-Men series, as well as for his leads in Kate & Leopold, Van Helsing, The Prestige, and Australia. He is a singer, dancer, and actor in stage musicals, and won a Tony Award for his role in The Boy from Oz.
Russell Crowe 
He is a New Zealander Australian actor, film producer and musician. In 2001, his portrayal of mathematician and Nobel prize winner John F. Nash in the biopic A Beautiful Mind brought him numerous awards.  Due to his success and character variety, critics have often called him a “virtuoso” actor. He is also co-owner of South Sydney Rabbitohs, an Australian National Rugby League team.
AC/DC 
They are an Australian rock band, formed in 1973 by brothers Malcolm and Angus Young. Commonly classified as hard rock, they are considered pioneers of heavy metal.  Though they themselves have always classified their music as simply "rock and roll". As of 2010, they have sold more than 200 million albums worldwide, as of the releases of their latest albums, Black Ice and the Iron Man 2 soundtrack, including 71 million albums in the United States. Back in Black has sold an estimated 49 million units worldwide, making it the highest-selling album by any band and the second-highest-selling album in history, behind Thriller by Michael Jackson.

Horsing around in the Australian Alps
Spring is festival season in the Australian Alps where you get to meet the locals and enjoy their distinctive high country lifestyle and challenging adventures. 

The one-day Snowy Hydro Upper Murray Challenge starts in Khancoban and is one of Australia's most scenic, challenging and friendly multi-sport events. The challenge includes mountain biking on fire trails, paddling the Swampy Plains and Murray Rivers and running a gruelling cross country course before finishing in Corryong. 

Mansfield’s High Country and Spring Arts Festival comprises more than twenty events from art exhibitions, to unique and quirky community events and, of course, being the home of the Man from Snowy River films - lots of horses. The event feature heritage initiatives, art exhibitions, performance, music, bush markets, a grand parade, fireworks and Melbourne Cup picnic race meeting, food and wine events. The region’s fire brigades also take part in the moving ‘Torchlight Parade’.

Jindabyne’s Snowy River Festival during November sees all the tried and noted riders from Snowy River and beyond muster at The Station in Jindabyne for the region's premier heritage event. There’s action-packed horse skills and associated heritage events throughout the three day event, including tent pegging, bush poetry, Australian Light horse Brigade, High Country art, mountain brumbies, country music, Waler and Clydesdale horses, and culminating in the signature event as riders battle it out for the Snowy River Stockman's Challenge title.
