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The Silk Road

The mountain passes were terrifying. Avalanches and falling rocks were common. Most travelers avoided the great desert. At any moment, fierce bandits might strip travelers of all they owned. However, for 1,600 years, the 5,000-mile Silk Road was so important that traders risked all these dangers. The end of the road, they knew, meant wealth almost beyond measure.
    The Silk Road runs between China and Europe. It became an active trade route about 100 B.C. For the first time, Europeans could transport their gold to china and bring back silk.
    Europeans loved silk. The Fabric reached Rome around the 1st century B.C. The Romans had no fabric  as soft, as shimmering, or as fine. Almost instantly, silk became the favorite fabric of the rich. It was worth its weight in gold. The high price of Chinese silk made the dangers of the Silk Road a reasonable risk for traders.

    Chinese silk makers soon realized they possessed a valuable trade secret. Silk making was almost unknown outside China. Silkworms spun cocoons. The silk makers carefully unraveled the cocoons into silken thread. They then wove the thread into silk cloth. The Chinese mastered the art of silk making.

From the edge of Civilization
   On its eastern end, the Silk Road began in Changan, the capital of  the Chinese empire at the time. Today, Changan is called Sian. From Changan, for the next 900 miles, the caravans had to cross the Tarim Basin. This basin is one of the most terrifying stretches of land on Earth. It is home to the Takla Makan, the driest desert in Asia. Sand dunes there have buried cities. Water is scarce. Travelers on the Silk Road hoped they would not have to face swirling sandstorms or terrible temperatures. These temperatures range from  -4° F (-20° C) to  104° F (40° C)
   At the end of Takla Makan, caravans faced the passes of the Pamir Mountains. The  narrow, Death-defying ledges, which are almost 15,000 feet(4,570m) high, nearly defeated some travelers. If the height and the narrow rock trails were not bad enough, avalanches and rock slides presented constant danger.
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   From the Pamirs, the caravans inched down to what is now Afghanistan. The traveling there became easier. The caravans took different routes. Some traveled to India. Others went to the north, through Samarkand,  now called  Uzbekistan. The caravans had even more choices of routes as they moved farther west.

The Adventures of Marco Polo
    Perhaps the most famous traveler to traverse  the Silk Road in ancient days was Marco Polo. He left Venice in A.D. 1271 and wrote a detailed account of his 5,600 –mile(9,010km) journey. The trip took three years. Eventually, Marco Polo, his father, and his uncle arrived in China. Marco Polo wrote of the wealth he found there. There was marble and gold. Paintings and  statues were everywhere. The book they wrote about those years became one of the most well-read books of the time. However, few people believed the tales fo Polo’s adventures in China.
    The glories of the Silk Road dimmed in the 1400s. The rise and fall of governments mad the route unsafe. In addition, sailors found a passage from Europe to China that made the hazards of the Silk Road unnecessary.

    The Silk Road remains an important part of world history because it connected the cultures of Europe and Asia. This connection  fostered an exchange of ideas, of goods, of people, and of languages. The Silk Road marked the beginning of understanding between the two continents.

Aims:


Ss will be aware of some vocabulary regarding the topic and use them through elicitation and the class activities

Language Skills:


Listening: listening to T’s instructions, demonstrations, and Ss’ ideas


Speaking: problem-solving discussion, answering T’s questions, and presentation

Writing: writing  their own expression to give a presentation





Language Systems:


Lexis: stranded, and items for geography, the silk road


Function: predicting , debating, giving and receiving opinions

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not understand some given vocabulary


( Provide more examples  


Ss may have some difficulties doing a decision making activity in their group


( Facilitate group activities by giving some advice


Ss may have some hard time giving a presentation


( Ask some team members about task results by the simple questions


If time is short


( Reduce time of individual or group activity


( Ask some questions about task result rather than presentation


( Cut off post task and wrap up the lesson immediately
