	Aims:
- Main Aim: To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by listening others answer and experiences on a bland date. 
-Second Aim: To enable Ss to learn vocabularies and expressions by completing  a fill in the blank worksheet with appropriate idioms.
-Personal Aim: To practice listening by discussing with group members, and to improving their abilities in speaking in English.


	Language Skills:
- Listening: Ss can listen to the tips of a blind date between two people, and Ss can discuss their own opinion with the group members.
- Speaking: Ss can compare answers within groups.
- Reading: Ss can learn new idioms by matching idiom worksheet 
- Writing: Ss can have thinking time in order to share their own experiences.


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: Non to discuss
- Lexis: Ss learn new Idioms related to love and relationships 
- Grammar: Ss learn the present tense and past tense.
- Function: Ss get some information.
- Discourse: Non to discuss



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-What chapter do we move on today
-Some Ss have an experience on a bland date
-Some Ss don’t have an experience on a bland date
-How  the class is set up and we will work in pairs or individually
-The teacher`s style of teaching and the pace of the course
-All Ss are autonomous and self-directed(Age 20 and up)

 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Problems
Solutions
If Ss don`t have been on a blind date?
Ss can speak about their Mr.Right. 
The lesson finishes early?
I prepared a SOS activity.
Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
Chunk the listening(pause-play-pause-play)
Ss may need more time to work on the idioms.

If it takes longer than 4 minutes, cut answer checking short.

T: It calls “Bland Date”.
    Yes. They have being on a blind date.
(write “Bland Date” on the board)

(Distribute the worksheet)

T: Fill in the blanks the words in the boxes with the correct  tense in a sentence each.
Demonstration
Look at the No1. And choose right answer from the box after reading the sentence. 
If it is the past tense, you will correct it to the past tense using the words in the box.

(Divide 2 groups 0f 7 )

T: We have 3 minutes.

Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.

· Listen for Details
Instructions
T: Now, listen to the articles one by one this time. Answer the questions on the worksheet. Work individually and then Compare your answer with your group members.
(Distribute the worksheet)
ICQs

What are you going to do?

Are you working alone at the first stage?

T: Listen carefully. Write answers on the worksheet.

(Play the article 1)
T: Do you need to listen again?

YES->Play article 1 again

NO->Play article 2
T: Now, compare the answers with your group members. Send a representative up front and write the answers on the board.

(Ss write them in the board)

T: Let`s check the answers. 

(T marks their answers on the board)

T: OK, Listen to the articles one last time.

I am going to stop the CD beginning the main sentences, please say it together.

(If there is anything missing, Pause the main sentences right there and let Ss repeat it out)
(Go through all the articles)
(Distribute the article scripts)
