· Idioms Worksheet (12 copies)
· Listening CD& CD players (Track 1~4; about 1 minutes each)
· Wall chart- Blind date profile sheet (12 copies)

· “Making your perfect date mate” work sheet (3 copies)
· White board and marker
· Colour pencils and pen

· Lollies for SOS activity


	Aims:
· Primary aims: To practice listening to real- life speeches with various accents and pick up details.
· Secondary aims: To learn new expressions and vocabularies through completing idiom worksheet.
·  Personal aims:  To share personal likes and dislikes on blind dating by presentation and discussion. 


	Language Skills:
· Listening: Students will be listening to the talk 
· Speaking: Students will be practising speaking by the in-class-discussion of those profiles
· Reading: Students will be reading the notes other student made for the discussion
· Witing: Students will be writing the details on speaker’s profile


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
- Grammar: Learning the use of who as relative clause (who)
- Function: Evaluation in choosing a person for a date. Self-PR and advertisement for partners
- Discourse: Social action
- Phonology: None to discuss


	Assumptions:
- Students are adults (over 20) who have life experiences and knowledge to understand concepts suggested in the class.

- Students already know what blind date is, and experienced directly or indirectly on some stage of their life.
- Students are able to follow instructions to run the class.
- The seating arrangement is either circular or semicircular, so students can listen and interact each other well.


	Anticipated Errors
	Solutions

	 Student may not know the meaning of idioms.
	Share the answers with students and help them predict the meaning of idioms by reading example sentences in the passage.

	Students may not be able to pick up details from the talk.
	Repeat tracks times. Share idea with all class.

	Students might finish early.
	Ask questions to individual students relating to the post activity. If possible, run the SOS activity too.

	Time might be short.
	In post-activity, Number of members in a group can increase; instead of four groups, run activity with 3 groups or less. The idea can be summed up and presented simply in groups. Discard SOS activity.

	Greeting:

Good morning everyone, how are we all? Did we all have a good break through the weekends? 
Introductory:

 Let’s move into some exciting topics. Does anyone have any particular idea of a person that you want to date with? For example, For me, I want to date somebody who is not that big, tall or huge because it intimidates me. I want somebody older than me, mature and considerate. What about you? What specific quality of a people do you value when you dating them?

	Students match and make a line between the first idiom with correct meaning
Students work on the worksheet individually.
	Eliciting:
CCQ- What do we call this when you date someone you’ve never met before? (give hints eg. It’s compound word, ___date, gestures hiding eyes…etc)
Idiom activity:
Now, before starting the main activity about blind dates, let’s learn about some idioms. Idioms are expressions that it’s actual meaning and the literal meaning is different.

Distribute idiom worksheets
Demonstration- This is a matching game. Let’s look at the first one, “runs in one’s family”. Can you guess what that means and match it correctly?
Read the conjugate sentence in the passage, and explain what the idiom means. Match the right answer, (n).
Instruction- Connect the finger marks of idioms with right meaning. 3 minutes are allowed to work individually. You don’t have to know all, try your best.

ICQ- What are we going to do? Are we working individually? How many minutes do we have?
Monitoring- Give time warning, answer questions. Be flexible on time.

Check answers together. Ask individual students the answers they found. If they miss or incorrectly match, error-correct it and explain. Read sample sentences of the idioms from listening script.

	Studetns Listening to the speakers and take notes on information.
Students volunteer to share information about the speakers. (if not, students are all asked to give some idea)
Students work on likes and dislikes column in worksheet and discusses in pair what and why they liked or disliked about the speakers. 
	Listening for the information
Instruction- Listen to the speakers one by one. You may take free notes on general information. The tracks are played twice, and we work individually.
Play tracks discreetly, one speaker by one speaker. Play it twice. Give an interval about 10 seconds between them so they could make note.
Share and gather information among students.
Now, did we all find out about the speakers? Can you tell me things about the first speaker? What about the second speaker?
Personal preference

While you listened to the speakers, you probably have had the favourite and the least favourite among them. Was his or her voice too strong? Did you like when he or she talks about money and marriage?

Instruction- Write what you liked or disliked about the speaker. Decide who your favourite was and the least favourite, and give it a reason. Pair up with your fellow student next you, and discuss how they thought and why.

	Whole Class
	Students play the serious bananas’ date game. Laughed students sit down.
	Well done everyone, now we got some spare time for today. Let’s play a game together. The name of the game is “Serious bananas’ date”.
Serious bananas’ date

Instruction- Stand up. From now on, you cannot laugh or smile. It is a serious game. If you laugh, you should sit down and not speak til the end. Now, quickly think of a question that you might ask when dating someone. One person asks the question to the person next to you, and it should go clockwise. The only answer you can say is bananas. If you could survive not to laugh, you can ask your own question to the person next you. The game continues until only one survives in this date. Let me start with the question: Who was your last boyfriend?
Give the survivor the lollies
