	Materials:

- List of Characteristics/Traits and “Good or Bad” Worksheet (13 copies 

   each)
- Two listening worksheets (13 copies each)
- Two handouts with both scripts (13 copies each)
- Wall chart - Blind Date Profile Sheet (13 copies)



	Aims:
- Main Aim: To enable students to practice and develop listening skills 
   through allowing them to hear an interview and real-life speeches of 
   people
- Secondary Aim 1: To encourage students to learn vocabulary and
   expressions for describing one's character and relationships by
   completing a “Good or Bad?” worksheet
- Secondary Aim 2: To motivate students to pick up details from the fast-
   paced real-life talk by answering detailed questions on a worksheet
- Secondary Aim 3: To practice speaking by discussing with group 
  members
- Personal Aim: To use as many audio-visual aids as possible 



	Language Skills:

- Reading : Students will read the two listening scripts. 

- Listening : Students will listen to the speakers' short speeches about 
   themselves and what kind of partner they are looking for. Students 
   will also listen to an interview of an old couple who got married after 
   meeting through a blind date.
- Speaking : Students will practice their speaking skills when they make 
   a prediction and compare answers within groups.
- Writing : Students will practice their writing skills when they take 
   notes on details (dictation) and create the speakers' profile.



	Language Systems:

- Lexis: Idioms used in describing people's personalities and various 
   situations

- Grammar: Relative clauses (usage of who)
- Function: Self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner
- Phonology: Sounds of the words such as “charismatic” and “negligent”
- Discourse: Non to discuss



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

   - what a "blind date" is.
   - how the class is set up and run (there will be two 4 student groups 
      and one 5 student group).
   - the teacher's style of teaching and the pace of the course.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Problem
Solution
1. Students may not be able to follow the passage easily. 
1. I will let the students listen to the tracks over and over again until they understand.
2. Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
2. I will chunk the listening for them.
3. Students may need more time to work on the idioms. 

3. If it takes longer than 5 minutes, I will cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students board them.
4. I may run out of time.
4. If so, I will cut the post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to share their opinions. 
5. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
5. If so, I will ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life.

	Procedure
Eliciting and Prediction:

I guess this is why my friend called me up the other day and asked me if she could set me up with a guy she knew. 

(Board “set someone up with someone”)

Well, does anyone know what you call this when you go and meet someone you have never met before? 
Yes, it is called a “blind date” (board it). 

So, what do you think these two couples are doing?
(Show the two blown-up pictures).

Yes, they are on their blind dates.

Now, then. What do you look for in a person when you are in search of a partner for life?
In other words, what are some characteristics that you want your partner to have?

(Board the adjectives that students say out loud).
(Hand out the List of Characteristics/Traits and “Good or Bad” Worksheet).

Instructions

Good, now, let’s look at the “List of Characteristics/Traits”.
In your groups, discuss which of the traits are good and which are bad. Write them down under the right category on the “Good or Bad” Worksheet. 
Demonstration

For example, you would write the word “adventurous” on the left column, under the “Good” category since it means “courageous” which is a positive trait.
CCQs

Is a “positive trait” a characteristic that you think is good in a person? (YES)

Is a “positive trait” something you don’t want your partner to have? (NO)
Alright, you will have 5 minutes to finish this worksheet.
ICQs

So, what do you have to do?

Are you working individually?

How much time do you have?
Alright, you may begin
Monitor

(Answer students if they ask questions). 
1 minute left.

30 seconds left. 
Alright, time’s up! 
Now let’s check our answers with each other. What are some characteristics or traits that fall under the “good” category?
(Board them as the students answer).

How about the “bad” category?

(Board them).

Error Correction

(The students might mispronounce “negligent” or “stingy”. Board the words and pronounce them clearly for them).

Fantastic!

Instruction:

(Distribute Listening Worksheet # 1)
As you listen, try to write as many things as you can about them and what kind of person they are looking for. We’ll be working individually for this activity.
ICQs

So, what are we going to do?

Great, here we go. Listen carefully.

(Play tracks 1 through 2 without stopping)

Now, let’s have two students – preferably a boy and a girl – come up and play Jay and Christine. Any volunteers?
Great. These two students will now read the script and the rest of you will have to pause them whenever necessary. 

(Hand the two students the script and let them read).

Alright! Give Jay and Christine a round of applause everyone. Thank you for volunteering, so-and-so and so-and-so.

So, now, in your groups, let’s share what you have written down. I will give you 2 minutes.
ICQs

So what are you going to do?

How many minutes do you have?

Are you working in pairs or in groups?
Alright you may begin.

Alright, time’s up! 
Instructions
Group 1, what are three things that you noticed about either Jay or Christine?

(Board)

Group 2, three more?

(Board)

Group 3, give me three more.
(Board)
