	Title – Santa Can You Hear Me…?

	Materials:

- White board, board markers & tape

- Christmas Carol (“All I Want for Christmas is You”); A lap top or a CD Player to play the carol
- Three pictures of Christmas

- A present box

- Christmas Wish List Template (1 copy per student)
- A handout with a sample dialogue on it (1 copy per student)

- Some candies (for reward)
- A sketchbook with words related to Christmas gifts written on each page
- Christmas cards (1 per student)


	Aims:
- Main Aim: To enable students to practice and develop their speaking skills through allowing them to actively participate in playing the speed game and to create and share their own “Christmas Wish List”
- Secondary Aim: To encourage students to learn vocabulary and expressions for stating their wishes through participating in activities related to the topic, “Santa Can You Hear Me…?”
- Personal Aim: I want to use more audio-visuals and create a friendly atmosphere


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to each other as they share their Christmas Wish List and participate in the speed game.
- Speaking: Students will practice their speaking skills when they share their Christmas Wish List with their partners and participate in the speed game in two groups.
- Reading: Students will read the sample dialogue.
- Writing: Students will write their Christmas Wish List and practice writing sentences such as, “I want … because …” and “If I were granted one wish, I would wish for…” and “The present I most want is … because …”

	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Sounds of the words such as “vouchers” and “stationery”
- Lexis: Phrases used when sharing a wish
- Grammar: The usage of “were” when stating an imaginary wish in the sentence “If I were granted one wish”
- Function: How to state a wish
- Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

    - how to say, “I want … because …”
    - how to play a speed game
    - how to create a wish list

    - how to write a letter


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problem
Solution
1. Students may not know how to play the speed game.
1. I will explain the procedure twice.
2. Students may not know some words such as “stiletto shoes” and “vouchers”
2. I will board them and explain the words if necessary.
3. Students may need more time to finish writing their wish lists.
3. If it takes longer than 2 minutes, I will tell them to write only one or two.
4. I may run out of time.
4. If so, I will cut the post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to share their Christmas cards. 
5. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
5. If so, I will ask as many students as possible to share their Christmas cards.

Greeting:
Good morning/afternoon class. How’s everyone feeling on a cold yet fine day like today?
Well, as I was driving my car to come to Times Media today, I was feeling grumpy because I was so tired and because I am sleep-deprived, but one thing really lifted my spirits up!

Can anyone guess what it possibly could have been? To give you a small clue, it has something to do with music and songs.

	Procedure
Eliciting and Prediction:

As I’ve been saying, it’s already December and this month we have one of the biggest Holidays coming up!

(Point to the three pictures that have been taped on the board)

Yes, it’s almost Christmas! Is anyone excited about Christmas this year? 

Instructions

Since no one seems excited, in order to get everyone in their holiday moods, I have prepared a little game for us to play. 
Does anyone know what this game is called when we are in groups and one person in the group describes a word to the rest of the team members so that they can figure out what the word is as quickly as possible?

(Speed Game)

Yes, great. It is called ‘Speed Game.’
CCQ’s

Is ‘speed game’ a game in which you drive a car? (NO)

Is ‘speed game’ a game that you try to guess the word being described by one of your teammates? (YES)

Great. Now, we all have a Tootsie Pop and they are either red or orange.

The ones with a red Tootsie will be the “Red Team” and move to the left side of the room. The ones with an orange one will be the “Orange Team” and sit on the right.

(Students move)

Let me tell you the rules. Whichever group gets the most number of answers right in 2 minutes of time wins this game.

ICQs

So what are we going to do?

Are you working individually?

How many minutes do you have to get the answers right?

Fantastic.

Since we are now divided into two groups, which group would like to volunteer to go first and play the speed game?

(Play the game)

Excellent job, Red and Orange Teams. I see that … (results)

But since everyone did a great job, I think you all deserve another piece of candy. 
Error Correction

Stiletto Shoes are also known as “Kill Heels” in Korean because of their high heels.
Vouchers can be hotel vouchers and department gift certificates where they have certain monetary value but should be spent for specific purposes at designated places.

(Santa Claus)

(Wish List)

CCQs

So, does a “wish list” include things that you want to get as a gift? (YES)
Does a “wish list” contain things you hate? (NO)

Instructions

Great.

Since we are merely three weeks away from Christmas, why don’t we make our own wish lists?

I will give you 3 minutes to come up with your personal wish list. You may write as many things as you wish.
ICQs
What are you going to do?

Are you working individually?

How many minutes do you have?

Alright, go ahead.

One minute left.

30 seconds.

10 seconds.

Instructions

Now, let’s look at the handouts. There is a sample dialogue there. 

(Group the students into pairs)

I want you to share your wish list with your partners using the dialogue as a guide for you. I will give you 5 minutes to share with each other.

Instruction: 
(Board “The present that I most want to receive from Santa is … because …” and “If I were granted only one wish, I would ask for …”)
Now, as a class let’s share the present that we most desire to get. Let’s try to use this sentence that I have boarded.

Demonstration:

For example, the present that I most want to receive from Santa is a boyfriend because I am lonely. So, if I were granted only one wish, I would ask for a boyfriend.
Alright let’s begin with …
Thank you for sharing everyone.

(If I run out of time, ask four students who haven’t talked much to share).
Error Correction
Since I didn’t hear any mistakes, why don’t we unscramble this word? 
(Board “HWIS TISL”)
Wish List.

Outstanding job everyone.

Goodbye to Ss

I hope that you all receive at least one if not all of the presents that you wrote down on your Christmas Wish List this year. Have an incredible day everyone!

Great. Congratulations everyone, now you have officially become the Secret Santa for the person who wrote the letter!
