	Materials:

	Aims:

Main Aim
- To enable SS to improve their speaking skills by expressing their opinions, asking for an opinion and agreeing or disagreeing with opinions on a range of topics in the lesson of “What are your thoughts about?”  
Secondary Aim
- SS will practice and become comfortable with expressing their opinions on a range of topics and in a variety of contexts.   
Personal Aim

- I want to clearly delivery CCQs to students. 

- I want to do “eliciting” in comfortable and easy way.



	Language Skills:

- Listening: SS will listen to various opinions of classmates.  

- Speaking: SS will discuss with partners and express their own opinions about the statements and topics in the worksheets. 
- Reading: SS will read the worksheets
- Writing: SS will make their dialogue sentences and write answers



	Language Systems:

- Phonology: practicing pronunciation by reading sentences loudly  
- Lexis: opinion expressions used in the discussion & debate and normal conversation situation
- Grammar: None to discuss
- Function:  asking for an opinion
- Discourse : expressing own opinion



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- Most of vocabulary in the worksheets 
- Teacher’s style and classmates since the lesson is in the middle of course
- How to do group discussion and pair work. 
- All SS are over 25 years



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Some Students may give either wrong answer or may not be ready to answer.

( Encourage students to think again and ask other students 
- It may take longer than 10min for students to have an group discussion in main activity.

( Cut their discussion and ask only 2-3 students to share what they found in group discussion.  
- If time is too short to finish post-activity,

( Cut post-activity work and ask 2-3 students to read their answers. 

(Explain post-activity briefly and give SS worksheet for post-activity as homework.    

- The lesson finishes early.

( Involve all SS to read sentences loudly by turns at the post-activity.

Let SS pick up one topic from the list box in the worksheet and discuss with partner and   make a conversation together. Give 3min. warning SS time; 30secod left.

How much time do you have?  

Let SS read their conversation loudly by turns.
