	Language Skills

	Language Systems:

- Lexis: vocabulary of describing (people, picture, thing…etc.)
- Grammar: “Used to”, negative form and question form
- Function: Can know about the past habits of facts and compare before & now

	Procedure
1. Eliciting :
I have two pictures.

This is past and this now. 

(Show and put the picture#1 ,2 on the board)
Can you find anything different? 

(Ss: Yes or No.)

Let’s look at her hair.

In the past, her hair was long? (Ss: Yes.)

What about now? Still long? (Ss: No.)

Right. 

She had long hair in the past. 
But now, her hair is not long any more. 
She has short hair now.

So in this case, what can we say? 
Right! “Use to”
“She used to have long hair.”
 (Write “Use to” on the board)
CCQ’s
1. Did she have long hair in the past?(Yes)

2. Does she still have long hair now? (No)

Right!

2. Meaning
Today we’re going to learn about “Used to”.
(Put the wall chart on the board)
This is about “Used to”.
Let’s read this sentence together.

(Read the first sentence together.)

OK. This is “Used to” meaning. 

(Read the wall-chart continuously)
So we can say “She used to drink coffee.”
It means…?

CCQ’s
1. Did she drink coffee two year ago?(Yes)
2. Does she drink coffee now?(No)

Right! Not anymore.

OK. Let’s move on next.
We can say…
(Read the wall-chart continuously)
We use Used to + base verb form.

CCQ’s

1. Is the “base verb form”  ing or pp?(No)

2. Is the “base verb form” original form?(Yes)

(Read the wall-chart ex. Sentences continuously)
And the negative form is 

didn’t use to + base verb form.

For example, when I was a child, I didn’t use to like vegetables.

CCQ’s

1. Did I like vegetables when I was a child?

2. Did I hate vegetables when I was a child?

Good!

And the normal question form is 

Did + subject + use to + base verb form?

We make short answer with “did/ didn’t”.

For example, Did you use to play with dolls?
Yes, I did. Or No, I didn’t.

CCQ’s

1. “Yes, I did.” meaning is playing with dolls in the past?(Yes)
2. “No, I didn’t.” meaning is playing with dolls in the past?(No)

Very good!

3. Practice
Instructions:
OK. Now, let’s practice more.
I’ll make you in pair.

(Make the students in pair.)

 And I’ll give you a picture of before & now. Let’s compare!

Please, wait until everyone has paper.

 (Giving Ss worksheets #1) 
OK. There two sentences of example.

Demonstration:

(Read the examples)

For example,

1. She used to travel a lot but…
2. She didn’t use to like vegetables but… 
 So please make the rest of sentences.
I will give you 2 minutes.
ICQs

1. What are you going to do?

2. Are you working in pair?

3. How many minutes do you have?

(Ss do the activity)
Monitor discreetly.

Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. 

Alright. Are you done? Time is up!

OK. Let’s read one sentence each team.
How about starts from this team?
Go through the one by one

Students talking time
OK. Everyone did a good job!
Thank you.
