	Aims:

-to learn vocabulary and expressions for describing one’s character and relationships by completing an idioms matching worksheet
- to predict people’s personalities by the first impression from their pictures

-to practice listening to real-life speech of people with various accents

- to be able to pick up details from the fast-paced real-life talk by answering details questions on a worksheet

-to practice speaking by discussing with group members


	Language Skills:

- Listening: the speakers’ short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they’re looking for
- Speaking: prediction, Comparing answers within groups
- Reading: Idiom worksheets
- Writing: details (dictation), creating speakers’ profile


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: Get used to listen self introduce, idioms and major words that used in script
- Lexis: idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
- Grammar: relative clauses ( usage of who)
- Function: self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner
-Discourse:N/A


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

-how the class is set up and run( there will be 4 students groups at each table)
-the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
-all students are single and college graduates ( age 23and up)
-most students have been on a blind date

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-students may not be able to follow the passage easily
(follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content

-students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
(chunk the listening ( pause-play-pause-play)

-Students may need more time to work on the idioms
(if it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

-if time is short

(cut post activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a life partner.

-if students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

(ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse.

Greeting:
Good Morning everyone? How was your weekend?  Did you do anything special??
( lead Students answers)
What do you think single people usually do on weekend? 
(lead SS’ one of answers as “Date”)
Eliciting and Prediction:
( Show the picture that one lady and gentleman are seating together)

Can you guess what they are doing?

(lead SS’answer)
Yes, they are doing a date.
(Write on the board “ Blind Date”)
Do you know what Blind date is?

A "blind date" is a date between two people who have not previously met, usually set it up by friends or one of your family members.

	Procedure:

1.Listening for the Main Idea ( general understanding)
 Instruction: 

I want you to listen closely with closing your eyes. During listening do not take any notes.  You are going listening to the 4 speakers, and think about the first impression of each speaker. What do you think each person is like? I don’t want you to memorize all the details about each speaker.  Listen for the general feeling of them.
CCQs:
Does first impression mean how you feel about your family member?
Does first impression mean how you feel when you see people for the first time?

ICQs:

Can you take notes?

How many speakers we are going to listen?
Are you sharing your feeling with your classmates?
Good!!  Let’s begin~~~

( play tracks 1~4 without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes(have them listen one more time

· No(have them share their thoughts in group
( assign 3 groups and let the students share their thoughts in a group)

I want you to share your first impression of each of 4 speakers with your group members. Compare how other people think about each speaker differently.

I will give you 5 minutes to share.
You have 3minutes & you have 1 minute.

Times up

(Show students the pictures of the speakers.)

What do you think about speaker 1?

 ( same for speakers 2~4)

Let students identify the pictures 

Compare with their thoughts from the prediction( if done( just notice the differences)
2. Listening for Details

Instructions

Now listen to the speakers one by one this time. You will have only one chance to listen each speaker.

Answer the questions on the worksheets as you listen.

Work individually

ICQs? 

What do you need to do?

Are you working in group?

Are you going to listening one speaker as many as you want?
( Distribute the Worksheet)

Play track 1 through 4

Let students have a time to write answers as they listen

You have one minute to finish your worksheet.

Times up

Student 1, 3, 5, 7 as one group, student 2,6,10,12, as one group, student 4,8,9,11 as one group

( make sure students don’t always have same group members to work together)

Now compare the answers with your group members.

You have 5 minutes to discuss.

When you have an agreement, send a representative up front and have them fill out the profile sheet on the board, including the speaker’ pictures.
Group 1 fill out speaker 1’s profile (same as groups 2~ 4)
( put the wall charts of the profile sheets and the pictures of speakers on the board, while students are checking their answers with each other)


Check the answers as a whole class after the representatives fill out the profile sheets. 

Ask whole class if any missing information they want to add up for each speaker’s profile. Let students discuss in whole class.

Listen to the tracks one last time
If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it loud.
Go through all 4 profile sheets
