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          I believe that teaching adults need to be related to their goal. As a second language learner I have found that it takes much time to learn so it is necessity to know what students want to get from class and how can lead class effectively. For sure, it would be the best way to learn using both receptive and productive skills so teacher need to think about how to use integrated skill in a limited time.
          Few months ago, I enrolled English reading class at Pagoda institute to improve my reading and speaking skill. At that moment I felt like I speak English fluently without pause but I could not produce English creatively and it was also not easy to make complex sentences due to lack of reading books. I thought reading English books can help using variety words and upgrade my English to certain level.
          Kelcey, teacher of the class, knew effective way to lead class. She recognized that every students has their own life experience and knowledge. She gave us summary and questions written paper as a reference so we could think about the answers during the reading. Every students were suppose to read a several chapters as a homework. During the class we discussed our idea about each question that she made. 
          What was good about is she was enabler. She was barely visible when students were active. For some questions, students had similar idea but sometimes we were debating based on our own knowledge. She was so patient that she could here everybody’s ideas and she respected all of them. Because we read several chapters before the class, we were so into the book. It actually was interesting that I read something and share my idea with somebody. It was like living in a whole month as a novel character.
          What was not good about is there were no error correction and grammar explanation. As a second language learner, I was expecting that I could correct my mistake but no error correction at all. Also I wanted learn new words, new idiom but it were all students work to do. I thought I need more time to speak in English but the discussion was based on whole group work not a pair work. It would have much practical if there were pair work. Teacher should notice that students are nervous when they speak in front of everybody so it make them act passively.
          In my conclusion, teacher need to deeply understand the needs of students and what levels they are on. it can affect your teaching style. When it comes to high level students, most of teaching style can be enabler so you could make them active. However for low level students, Sometimes you could be a explainer to help student’s understanding the structure of basic sentence. To try to have empathy is important. If you see the classroom from the students’ perspective you could find out what they need.
