Demonstration
(on the board, I write the example)

Between ‘catch’ and ‘set aside’, which one would be more suitable for the blank? Of course ‘catch’
Instruction

Now, it’s your turn to match the word with the sentence. 

I’ll give you guys 2 minutes and do it individually.

CCQ

How much time do you have?
Who are you working with?

What are you going to do with the worksheet?

(monitor  Ss to help if Ss ask questions)

(tell Ss “left 30seconds”)
Alright, time’s up.

Let’s check the answer together.
(I pick a student randomly and ask the answer that he/she chose. If S makes a wrong answer, ask another S the answer. I’ll do it in this way repeatedly by finishing exercise.)

So, we are done with key vocabularies.

1.listening for the flow

Instruction

Now, we will listen to the dialogue, but after listening, I will give you worksheets of ordering sentences. So please listen carefully. It’s about 1 and half minutes. Let’s start to listen. 
(Turn on the listening material)

(Monitor actively)

(After finishing the dialogue listening)

Did you listen well? Then, it’s time to do an ordering quiz.

It’s a pair work. Do it with your partner. I’ll give you 5 minutes.
(I distribute the ordering worksheet one by one after I help them make a pair.)

CCQ

How long does it take?

Who are you working with?

What should you do with your worksheet?
How many times I play the dialogue?

1minute left.

Right, done. 

Let’s check the answer together.

(I’ll choose the person on the farthest to the right. And ask the S the answer. if a S have a wrong answer, I’ll give S  hints. And then, check the next answer from the next S)
(After check the all answers)

2.listening for details

Instruction

Good. We are going to listen one more time. But this time you should do comprehension quizzes during listening. 
So you should focus on it and answer the questions by yourself. Totally, you have 3 minutes.
CCQ

How long does it take?

Are you working alone?

Is it easier than first listening?
(I distribute the comprehension worksheet one by one.)

(turn it on again)

(Monitor discreetly)

(After listening)
About 2 minutes left

30 seconds left.

Ok, pay attention, please.

Let’s go through it together.

(I choose a student randomly again)

What did you choose for No.1? 

(If S chooses the right answer, I say good job. If the answer is wrong, I’ll give another chance to choose the answer)

(Check the other answers like this way)

(After finishing the check I distribute the listening script)

Do you need one more listening?

(If “yes”, then I’ll turn it on again; otherwise I keep going)

Aims:


To practice listening skills by listening to the dialogue related to sightseeing 


To learn vocabulary by doing a sentence and vocabulary matching


To practice structures by making own sentences


To understand the dialogue by answering comprehension quizzes





Language Skills:


Listening: the dialogue about plan to travel 


Reading: listening script, sentence and vocabulary matching, ordering sentences and listening comprehension quizzes


Speaking: answering the questions, making sentences by using phrases


Writing: completing vocabulary and listening worksheets





Language Systems:


Lexis: to tell you the truth, souvenirs, blocks, recommend, pick up


Function: travel plan


Structure: usage of how about, why don’t we, what do you think about


Discourse: conversation between 2 people





Assumptions:


Students already know:


Ss have ever travelled somewhere.


Ss are able to understand simple material on familiar topics.


The teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.


There are 15 girls and the rest of them are boys. 


Ss like to travel.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not be able to complete vocabulary worksheets�->first, let them guess and then give some hints individually. Last, check the answers with whole Ss


Ss may not be able to order the sentences alone �->make groups and find the answer together


If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated�->ask Ss about where Ss wish to go


If Ss  may not be able to make a full sentence�->give other example and help their thinking by brainstorming
