Greeting

Hello, everyone. How are you today?

(Ask each student how they feel today, and why briefly to wake them up.)

Introduction

Have you thought about life as grown-up?

What it would be like when you grow up? Or what can’t you do as a student.

(Ss may answer simply)

 Yes, we are going to talk and compare about what children can do and what adults can do. But first, we will come up some ideas the students use.

	Procedure:
Grouping
Instruction

I’m going to divide you guys into two groups. And each team should take one side, growing up is good or bad. 
Then I give you 1st worksheet. In two groups, look at the pictures and talk about what each one shows, then talk about the differences between the two picture sets. 

You have to be finished in 3minutes. 

Demonstration

(On the board, I write their team name and students name to make sure) 

CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have? 

What are you going to do with the worksheet? 

Let’s go through it together.

(I pick some students and ask their ideas. After answering students come up to the front and write their ideas on the board freely)

	Procedure:
Instruction 
While you are watching to the video, you have to make list about things we can do and we cannot do when we grow up.

I play the video twice, first time you should watch it carefully and second time you batter write down what you think. But don’t forget which side your team has taken before. And come up ideas and importations as much as you can. 
CCQ

How many I play the video?

Is it a group work? 

What you should do while you are listening? 

What are you supposed to think about? 

Which side your team take, growing up is good? Or bad? 

(play the video without stopping) 

Do you want to listen again? 

Yes – have them listen one more time.

No – have them share their thoughts as team.

Now compare the ideas with your group members.

We are going to debate simply so don’t let the other team listen your ideas. 
(give students time to discuss and prepare for debate)

	Materials: #debate expressions worksheet

	Procedure:
Instruction
We have talked about things we can do and we cannot do when we grow up. Then, is growing up good of bad? Let’s debate based on what discussed with your team members. 

Before debate, I will give you worksheet about useful expressions in debate.  

While debate you might refer to the worksheet for a convincing argument. 

I’ll give you 10 min to debate. After that we will vote which group was more convincing. 

Let’s start team with growing up is good.  

CCQ

Tell me briefly what we are going to do?

How much time do you have? 

Finally let Students vote one group by themselves. And share why did they good work. 

Conclude lesson 
Give homework

Write one sentence for each expressions teacher gave today.
Good job today. Don’t forget to do homework.

10 copies of the worksheets with pictures


10 copies of the debate vocabulary worksheets

Aims:





To practice listening skills by listening to the video clips related to the topic. (Growing Up: Good or Bad?)


To learn about vocabularies by doing a debating exercise.


To learn speaking skills by debate








Language Skills:





Listening: The video clips


Reading: Vocabulary matching exercise worksheet


Speaking: Answering the questions, debating, Comparing answers within groups 


Writing: taking notes with the video, making a list 





Language Systems:


Phonology: Sound of different age of people’s pronunciations.


Lexis: idioms used in describing.


Function: make their own opinions and using it in debate








Assumptions:





Most students have experience in debate 


SS can understand the meanings of comprehension questions.


Ss can make simple communications 


Ss can write simple article using the target language.


Students are aged between 15 and 17.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss can make a list by listening video clip at once.


 : Repeat the video 2~3 more times.


Ss can make their decision by themselves.


 : Ask a few questions to make their decision.


Ss can have enough ideas to debate.


 : give students some tips or let them share ideas each other.
