Hello, class! Christmas was just a week ago and I know everyone in this class enjoyed shopping during the season. We love to go shopping, sometimes even when we do not buy anything! Let’s share our experience of the most recent shopping.

(Write on the board: What did you buy, where did you go, and who did you go with?)
Okay, today, we will listen to conversation held while shopping. But before that, let’s look at some words and useful expressions.

	Procedure:

1. Useful expressions
Students read the useful expressions one by one, taking turn.

Tell students that these are used in real life, and you may want to learn these expressions.

2. Vocabulary exercise

Instruction
Work individually. Match the words in the box to the blanks in sentences. (ed) and (s) indicate grammar forms. Use the Vocabulary list if needed. You have 5 minutes.

(Distribute the Exercise sheet)

Demonstration
Let’s try #1 together. “We sold all of them, so they are not in ______ at the moment.” The right word is “stock” so write the word in the blank.

CCQ
Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?
Monitor and answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 1 minute left.

See how far students go, and be flexible with time.

Check the answers all together, speak out.

Explain briefly on questions students get wrong.

After that, make sure to say knowing vocabulary can help listening a lot.

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the main idea (general)

Instructions

Casually try to listen what speakers are talking about. Try to find out where they are having the conversation.

CCQ
What did I ask you to think about?

(Play the whole conversation)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes -> play one more time.

· No -> let them talk about what the topic was.
Who is the man?

Who are the women?

Where do you think they are having this conversation?

What is the man looking for?

(Distribute Listening Worksheet)

Let them do question # 1 and 2.

Students would already know the answers as they had a discussion. Then share the answers together.

2. Listening for details

Instruction
Let’s look at the question 3 and 4 before listening. Ask students to read the questions.
This time, we will listen for details. Try to find out the answers to #3 and 4. Work individually.

CCQ
What are you supposed to listen to?

Which questions are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

Play the dialog.
Students each choose their answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen one more time?

· Yes -> play one more time.

· No -> let them share answers with a student sitting next to each other.

Students discuss with each other about right answers.
Give the right answers

(Distribute Dialog script)

3. Practicing

Instructions
With a partner sitting next to you, explain the conversation by taking turn. Notice what you had difficulty listening while practicing the conversation.

CCQ
Are you working alone?

After some time, gather attention of the class.
Ask if there is any pair wishing to read the dialog. If there is, let them read the dialogue. If there is none, pick up a pair.

Applaud them and move on to the post-activity.

	Procedure:

1. Game
 Instructions

We are going to play a short game using the expressions we learned today. Let’s all look at the instruction guide. You have to pick up one card each from “mission”, “color”, and “category.” …  The winner will get chocolates and candies! Let’s start – you have 5 minutes.
Teacher’s role: facilitator, manager. Walk around and encourage those students who are shy to use new expressions to use them.

The winner gets decided, than the game is over.

Reward the winner. Clap.

2. Conclude lesson

Remind what we learned today: vocabulary and useful expressions when shopping.

Give homework
Make your own dialogue on shopping using at least 3 words and 1 expression learned today.

Good job today. See you tomorrow!

- Dialog script (10 copies)


- Post-listening activity instruction sheet (10 copies each), post-listening activity card sets (mission, color, and category) and rewards (chocolates or candies)








Aims:


- To be able to understand the listening passage’s main topic, details, and inference.


- To understand vocabulary and useful expressions related to shopping.


- To be able to ask questions and listen to the answer in a department store.


- To practice listening to real-life speech of people.


- To practice speaking by participating in the activity emphasizing student-student interaction





Language Skills:


- Listening: listening to the conversation held in a department store


- Reading: worksheet (Exercise), solving questions after listening


- Writing: 


- Speaking: participating in a game with other students, and practicing speaking on shopping





Language Systems:


- Phonology: listening to the passage, and reading texts


- Lexis: vocabulary study and exercise


- Function: studying vocabulary for shopping





Assumptions:


Students already know:


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.


All students are above 28, and majority is women.


A game may be a part of the class.


Students are active and willing to participate in class activities.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Students may finish vocabulary exercise early.


	-> Take each turn to present what they get for answers.


- Students may take too much time for vocabulary exercise.


	-> Give a set of time prior to distribution of sheets.


- Students may not be able to listen well and follow the passage easily (general).


	-> Try the Task-Feedback Circle: let them listen again as they wish


- Students may have difficulty in understanding details.


	-> Chunk the listening (play-pause-play-pause)


- Post-activity may finish too early than expectation


	-> Review today’s topic / Ask for students’ feeling.
