	Procedure:
Now we are going through some vocabularies with matching exercise. For example:
Demonstration

(On the board, I write the example)
Do you know Monica well? Is she a friend or just an             ?
This is someone who you have met and know slightly, but not well. Do you know which one would be more suitable for the blank? It may be ‘acquaintance’.
Instructions
Like the example I showed, you should match the right word with the sentence. You have to be finished in 3 minutes. Do it by yourself.
CCQ
How much do you have?

Is it a group work?

What are you going to do with the worksheet?

Ss do the activity while the T monitors discreetly. Give a time warning and allow more time if needed….Check Answers with the Ss.

Okay, let’s go through it together.
(I pick some students and ask their answers. If they make a wrong answer, I ask to the rest of the Ss in the class again. Repeat it in this way until finished the exercise.

Okay, we are done with key vocabularies and let’s start listening to the dialogue.

1. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)
Instructions

Put your pens down. Close your eyes. Listen to the 3 speakers. Think about the first impression of each speaker at a party.

What do you think each person is like? How is the party?
CCQ

Can you take notes?

What are you supposed to think about?

(Play track 9 without stopping)
Do you want to listen again?

If yes, have them listen one more time.
If no, have them share their thoughts.

(Play track 9 without stopping)
Let Ss dictate the dialogue as they listen.
(Distribute the worksheet)

2. Listening for Details and Role-Play
Instructions

Now turn on the recordings and listen to the vocabulary in bold. Repeat each word or expression, and the example sentence, in the pauses provided.

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?
Are you working in pairs or groups?
(Distribute the worksheet)

Play track 10

Let Ss write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

If yes, play track 10 again.

If no, play track 11.

Okay, pay attention, please.

Now compare the answers with your group members.
Check the answers as a whole class after the vocabularies fill out the worksheet.

Listen to the tracks one last time. 
If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let Ss say it out loud.

Feedback

Have you all checked the answers?
(If yes, check the answers by having Ss read out each question and say the answer.)
Show Ss the pictures of partyware and let Ss do Role-Play.
When or why you go to the party?

Assumptions:


Students already know:


- Ss have ever heard vocabulary related to family, hobbies, interests, friendships, and other things that people might talk about in social situations.


- How the class is set up and run (there will be 3 student groups at each table)


- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


- Ss can make communications and listen in as people talk at a party.


- All students are single and college graduates (Age 23 and up)





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Ss may not understand the whole dialogue at once.


 : Repeat the dialogue one more. 


- If Ss have difficulty in doing matching exercise of the vocabularies.


 : Have Ss do themselves first and give some help. Then, check the correct answers with whole Ss together.


- If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)


 : Be flexible with the time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.
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
