<Elicitation> 

(Elicit  the today’s topic, the word  “sense verbs”, from Ss by asking)

(Showing a movie picture with hiding the title “the Sixth Sense”)
T: Everyone! Please look at this picture. Do you know this movie?
S: Yes.  

T: Good! Do you know what the title is?
S: the sixth sense.
T: That’s right! It’s very exciting movie, isn’t it? 
S: Yes, It’s really awesome.
T: Yeah, it’s awesome.
T: So, do you know five senses of human bodies?
S: Yes
T: Would you tell me about that? (with writing the answers on the board)

S: look, taste, sound, smell, feel. 

T: That’s right. So then, what can we call these verbs? 
S: Sense verbs

T: That’s right! You, guys are really smart!  
<CCQ>

1. Is “smell” a sense verb? (Yes)

2. Is “drive” a sense verb? (No) 

T: Good job guys!   Today we’re going to talk about “Sense Verbs with adjective.” Please look at this chart”
T:  In advance, I want you to check two things. First, following verbs which refer to the senses (e.g. see or seem, taste, feel, sound), be sure to use an adjective to describe the noun (subject) in the clause, instead of an adverb.
Taste 
Feel
Look         +  adjective (<=Don’t use adverb in this case)  

Smell

Sound   
For example:

1) ’This cake tastes delicious.'
2)'The seawater feels warm.'
 

3) 'You look tired.'
 
4) 'Fresh bread smells great.'
 

5)'This new band sound original'
 

T:  Second, to describe things using sense verbs and nouns
we use “subject + sense verb + like + object” to compare the similarity between two nouns. 
For example:

1)'Your father looks like Father Christmas.'
 

2)Your father (subject) + looks (sense verb) + like+ Father Christmas (object)
 

3)'Perfume smells like flowers.'
 

4)'This tastes like dog food!'
 

<Instruction>

Now, I’ll give you worksheets. Individually fill in the blank. I’ll give you two (2) minutes. 

<ICQ> 
1.What are you going to do? Go out of this room? (fill in the blank)

(Ss will answer in turn.)
T: Um…… Do you have any other opinions? ((if the answer is wrong)

S: I think the answer is______.

T: Thank you OOO! Who’s the next? About the number 2?
(If there’re wrong answers, I’ll ask another person and unless there’re correct answers, I’ll answer it) 

T: Very Good! Everyone! Let’s move on to the next!

	Procedure:
<Demonstration> 
(During  distributing work sheet to Ss, I’ll draw 

a scoreboard on the board.)  

T: Okay everyone! Now we will play a gesture game.  I’ll show you. Eun-Hee! Could you come up and help me?  Thank you.
Eun-Hee is a team leader and she will turn around, pick up something from this bag and try to taste, feel and look it and then give me back. And then turn back around when I say ‘go’, she will start to explain it with gesturing. Just gesturing. She must not say anything. And Eun-Hee’s team members have to guess what it is in thirty (30) seconds per each question. After that, the team members have to answer in full sentence. Like this:  (with writing on the board)
“ He/She looks ________” 
“ It tastes _____________”
“It feels________________”
And the provided worksheet will help you to guess the answer.

<Instruction>
Okay! Let’s make three (3) teams and have the groups choose a team leader, and each leader comes up here in five(5) seconds. 
<ICQ> 

1. What are you going to do? (make three(3) teams & each leader comes up there)

2. How much time do you have? (five seconds)

T: Okay! Let’s go!

T: Time’s up.

T: Okay, we want to decide the order by rock, scissors and paper.
(Team leaders will decide the order.)

<Taste>

T: First time is to try to taste. Who is the first? 

S1: It’s me. 

T: Good! Could you turn around and please pick up one and wait till I give you a sign.
S1: (just nodding)

T: Next?

S2:  (picking up another and wait)

T: Last?    
S3: (picking up the other and wait)

T: Let’s go! 
(Each leader tries to taste salt, sugar and vitamin c in the same time, and can explain their tastes -salty, sweet and sour with gesturing to their teams. 30 seconds later each team will say the answer in a sentence.)  

(During Ss group task,  I’ll monitor and check who is the fastest and keep score on the board) 

<Feel>
T: This time is to feel. Who is the first?
S1: It’s me. 
S1: (just nodding)

T: Next?

S2:  (picking up another and wait)

T: Last?    

S3: (picking up the other and wait)

T: Let’s go! 

(Each leader tries to feel a soft ball, a hard plastic dice, 

a hard and lumpy plastic strawberry in the same time, and can explain their feeling – soft, hard, hard and lumpy with gesturing to their teams. 30 seconds later each team will say the answer in a sentence.)
(During Ss group task,  I’ll monitor and check who is the fastest and keep score on the board) 

<Look>

T: This time is to look. Who is the first?

S1: It’s me. 
S1: (just nodding)

T: Next?

S2:  (picking up another and wait)

T: Last?    

S3: (picking up the other and wait)

T: Let’s go! 

(Each leader tries to look a picture of happy face, a picture of sad face, a picture of angry face and can explain their looking –happy, sad, angry with gesturing to their teams. 30 seconds later each team will say the answer in a sentence.)
(During Ss group task,  I’ll monitor and check who is the fastest and keep score on the board) 

T: Times up!!
T: Good job guys! Please look at the board! Who is the winner? 

S: A~
T: Yes! The leader is very good at gesturing and the other members are good at guessing!  Very nice!!
I’ll give you a prize to A team.

T: Let’s move on to the next.

Aims:


Main Aim: To enable students to improve their grammar skill by having students engage in on “learning sense verbs with adjective”.


Secondary Aim: Students will improve their other skills by having students 


do worksheets and play a game.


Personal Aims:

Language Skills:

Assumptions:

-Students can brainstorm appropriate adjective and use.

Anticipated Problems and Solutions:


- Students may struggle guessing the answer in group activity. T will monitor Ss and provide additional instructions and encouragement as necessary.





- Pre-activity time can be lengthened.


=>If time is long, reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions.





- Main-activity time can be lengthened.


=>If time is long, reduce the number of activities.





- Post-activity time can be shortened.


=>If time is short, I’ll make use of  S.O.S. activity .
