	Aims:
Main aim: To enable students to improve their listening skills by having students do blind date.

Secondary aim: Students will improve their listening skills by having students do a role-play and listening to the CD.

Personal aim: I want to be friendly.

I want to be confident and enthusiastic.


	Language Skill;
Reading: Students will read worksheet #1.

Writing: Students will write the answers on worksheet #2 and create their own dialogues.

Speaking: Students will answer teacher’s questions and do a role-play.
Listening: Students will listen to the CD and listen to other students speak.

	Procedure:

Guessing about the subject. Eliciting the today’s topic form students by the use of picture1
(Put the picture on the board)

And ask…
Eliciting the word ‘Blind date
T: What do you see in the picture?  

T: Is she on the date?

T: What do you call when you go on a date with a stranger?
(Students  will answer blind date)
CCQ

If someone goes on a date with his/her ex, is it a blind date?
Can you meet somebody on a blind date for the first time?
 T: Today, we are going to learn expressions when we describe personality.
(Hand out the worksheet#1)

T: I want you to match the idioms with the meaning on the right side on your worksheet. Work Individually. You have 2 minutes.

ICQ

Are you working alone? (Yes)

What should you do? (fill in the blank)

How many minutes do you have? (2 minutes)

Monitor students and give them time warning

T: You have 1 minute.

T: You have 30 seconds left.

T: You have 10 seconds left.
Check answers with students. Let students answer the questions.

T: Let’s go over the answers on the worksheet.
Pick out students and make them read one sentence at a time. 

T: Very nice job guys.

	Procedure:

Listening for the Main idea

Give them instructions 

T: I’m going to play the CD. There will be 4 speakers.  Put your pens down. Listen to the 4 speakers. Think about the first impression of each speaker. Listen for the general ideas.
ICQ

What are you going to do?

Can you take notes?
Are you allowed to talk while listening?

Monitor students

Listening for details

T: Now, I will have someone to come up and can be the controller.  Jiwon would you be the controller please?

T: We will play the CD again. This time, I want you to take notes on the worksheet. If you want to hear one more time, or go back little bit, like rewind the CD, you can yell ‘stop’, and you tell Jiwon what to do. 

T: For example,

( Play the CD and 10 seconds later I say ‘stop, rewind please’)

T: Then, Jiwon will replay that part again.

(Hand our reading work sheet)
ICQ

Can you take notes?

What are you going to do?

If you want to hear some part again, what should you do?
T: Ok guys, did you guys write down all the information about 4 speakers?
T: Now, I want to divide the class in 4 groups.(Call out the names and make them feel like they’re belonged to the group)

T: What I want you do is make a profile of 1 speaker with the information you heard from the CD.

(Give Ss the picture of each speaker)

T: You have 5 minutes and work in group.

ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are you working individually?

How many minutes do you have?

Monitor students and give time warning.
T: You have 4 minutes.

T: You have 3 minutes.

T: You have 1 minute.

T: You have 30 seconds left

T: Time’s up

Give instructions

T: Now, I want you to come to front and present your profile to other groups.
T: Each one of you has to say at least 2 sentences about the speaker who you’re presenting. Each group has 2 minutes to present.
ICQ

How much time do you have? (2min)
How many sentences you have to say at least? (2)
Are you guys going to do?

(Pick a group starting from the left)
Monitor Students and give time warning.

T: You have 1 minutes.

T: You have 30 seconds.

T: You have 10 seconds.

T: Ok, done.

Call out the next group and so on.
T: Excellent job guys.

	Procedure:

Give instructions and model the task.
T: Now, I am going to give you personality card. 

When you get the card I want you to make sentences based on the information which is in the card.

T: If I was given the card,

22/female/violinist/likes to shop
I would introduce myself like this.

I’m 22 years old. And I’m a female. I play violin and I love shopping.

(Hand out the cards)

T. You have 20 seconds to present yourself based on the card information.

ICQ

Are you working alone? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (20 sec)

What are you going to do? (present myself)

Let students all present themselves.

Monitor Students and give time warning if necessary.
T: Good job guys.
T: Now I want you all get up and find a match.

T: You have 2 minutes to find your match

T: Once you find your match, I want you guys sit together with your partner.

ICQ
Are you guys sitting down?(no)

What are you going to do?(Find match)

How many minutes do you have?(2 min)

When you find your match, what are you going to do?(sit together)
Monitor students and give time warning

T: You have 1 minute left.

T: 30 seconds left

T: Time’s up.

Now, I want you to work with your partner, and write at least 3 sentences about your future in 5 years. You have 1 minute.
ICQ

What are you going to do?

How many minutes do you have?

Are you working individually?

Monitor students and give time warning.

T:You have 30 seconds left.

T: Time’s up.

T: Now I want you to share your future with the class.

Presenting their future.

(Pick a pair and next and so on)
T: Very interesting!! You guys did a great job today.

T: You guys didn’t make any mistakes. Before we finish up this lesson, I want you to unscramble these words.

Feedback-Error corrections

Students answers.
