T: What do you see in the picture?  (a guy)
T: What do you think he is feeling?

T: Let’s suppose that he ate some food. And He’s feeling like that. What can we say about the food?

Write down 2 sentences on the board and underline disgusted and disgusting next to the picture.
He is disgusted.

The food is disgusting.
T: Let’s look at this picture. What is she feeling?
T: Yes, she’s bored. And the lecture she’s listening to is boring.
Write down 2 sentences on the board and underline bored and boring next to the picture.

She is bored.

The lecture is boring.

Explain the difference between adjective and passive form.

T: Ok, when we talk about something other than person such as objects, actions, we use ~ing form and when we talk about person’s feeling we use ~ed form
CCQ

If I say the movie is interested, is  it right? (No)
If I say the book was very boring, is it right?(Yes)
T: Now, I will hand out the worksheet on this topic.
I want you choose the correct answer. I want you to work alone and you have 2 minute.
(Hand out the worksheet#1)

Monitor students and give them time warning

T: Very nice job guys.

	Procedure:

Give them instructions and model the task.

T: Now, I will hand out the worksheet. There will be blank name spots on your sheet. What you have to do is to find someone who matches the description of sentence.
T: I would get up and walk around the class and ask people like

“Do you think going clubbing is exciting?”
If somebody says ‘yes’, you would write that person’s name down on the sheet. If somebody says ‘no’ you would have to find someone else with that description.
T: Whoever finds all 9 persons that match with the descriptions fast will be the winner. (show the complete worksheet)
T: I want you to all stand up and walk around and ask people if they match the descriptions. You have 4 minutes.
ICQ

How much time do you have? (4 min)
Who are you working with?( individually)
What are you going to do?(find people with the descriptions on the worksheet#2)
Who will be the winner?

Are you sitting down or walking around?

Monitor Students and give time warning.

Help students if they need help with vocabularies.

T: You have 2 minutes:

T: You have 1 minute.

T: You have 30 seconds.

T: You have 10 seconds.

T: Ok, time’s up.
Give a small prize to the winner. If someone completes earlier than 4 minutes, wait for the second and the third person to finish the task.

T: Now, I want you to sit down and talk about what you found out about other people.
T: Anything interesting?

T: Sophia, What did you find out? 

Pick 4~5 students to share their findings with the class.
T: You guys did a wonderful job.
