	Aims:
Main aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by having students engage in a discussion on illness.

Secondary aim: Students will improve their speaking skills by having students do a role-play and sharing their experiences.

Personal aim: I want to be punctual and confident in the classroom.
 I want to be comfortable with my gestures.


	Language Skill;
Reading: Students will read worksheet #1.

Writing: Students will write the answers on worksheet #1 and create their own dialogues.

Speaking: Students will answer teacher’s questions and do a role-play.

	Procedure:

Guessing about the subject. Eliciting the today’s topic form students by the use of picture1
(Put the picture on the board)

And ask…
Eliciting the word ‘illness’
T: What do you see in the picture?  

T: Is she feeling okay?

T: What symptoms does she have?

T: Does she have a cold?
T: What do you call the state of being ill or unhealthy?
(Students  will answer sickness or illness)

CCQ

If someone has any kinds of illness, is he healthy? (No)
Is flu illness? (Yes)

 T: Today, we are going to learn expressions when we are sick.

(Hand out the worksheet#1)

T: I want you to fill out the blanks on your worksheet. Work Individually. You have 2 minutes.

ICQ

Are you working alone? (Yes)

What should you do? (fill in the blank)

How many minutes do you have? (2 minutes)

Monitor students and give them time warning

T: You have 1 minute.

T: You have 30 seconds left.

T: You have 10 seconds left.
Check answers with students. Let students answer the questions.

T: Let’s go over the answers on the worksheet.
Pick out students and make them read one sentence at a time. (6 sentences: pick 6 students)
T: Very nice job guys.

	Procedure:

Give them instructions and model the task.

T: You will be given three word cards about illness. You will be working in pairs. You’re going to make your own dialogue using those three words.

Model the task. Write down the dialogue on the board.

T: If I was given three words such as fever, cold,  and better. I would make a dialogue like this

Chloe: Hey, you look sick today. What’s wrong with you?

John: I have a cold. I think I have a fever.

Chloe: Oh, I’m sorry, I hope you feel better. 

Read the dialogue on the board and underline three words given before.
Hand out the words card to students.

T: I want you to work in pairs. I will give you 4 minutes to works on your dialogue.

ICQ

How much time do you have? (4min)
Who are you working with?( pair)
What are you going to do with 3 words?( make a dialogue)
Monitor Students and give time warning.

Help students if they need help with vocabularies.

T: You have 3 minutes

T: You have 2 minutes:

T: You have 1 minutes.

T: You have 30 seconds.

T: You have 10 seconds.

T: Ok, done.

T: Now, I want you to act out your dialogue. Let’s do role-play.

Listen to their dialogue(10 pairs). Start from right or from left. 

Call out the next pair.

T: Excellent job guys.

T: Now, I want you to think about the last time you visited hospital or doctor’s office.

T. You have 1 minute to think about your experience and we’re going to share the experiences with the class.

ICQ

Are you working alone? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (1min)

What are you going to do? (think)

Monitor Students and give time warning.

T: You have 30 seconds left.

T: You have 10 seconds left.

T: Ok, we‘re done. 

T: Let’s sharer some experiences.

Pick out 2 or 3 students and make them share their experiences. (ex: ~~~~~~, What happened when you last went to hospital? And the student answers.
T: You guy did a wonderful job today
You didn’t make any mistakes.

Let’s unscramble this sentence.

Feedback-Error corrections

Write  bank/my/hurts/    on the board.
Students answers.

	Procedure:

Give instructions.

T: With nine words you see on your bingo paper, you will fill out the bingo.

(Hand out  bingo papers)

Draw 3x3  bingo on the board and model the task.
T: You have to write all nine words in 1 minute. Work individually.

ICQ

How much time do you have? (1min)

Are you working in pairs? (No)

What do you have to do with the paper? (Fill the spots with words)

Monitor students and give time warning.
T: You have 30 seconds left.

T: You have 10 seconds left.

(during the activity hand out the flashcards---illness/same words on the bingo, 1 student-1 flashcard)

Give Instructions about flashcard and the activity and model the task verbally again.

T: The flashcard that I’m passing, you may not show it to anyone.  The word that’s on the card will be your health condition.

T : Now, let’s get kinesthetic. We are going to ask around and find someone with the conditions on your bingo card. 
The first person who crosses every spot wins the game.

The Questions can be 

‘What’s wrong with you today?”
Or

“Do you have a headache?”
You have 5 minutes maximum.

Ok. Let’s stand up and move around and ask people.

ICQ

Are we working all together?(Yes)

Are we seating down?(No)

What do we need to ask another student?(ask their condition)

Who wins the game?

How much time do you have?

Monitor students and give time warning.

T: You have 3 minutes.

T: You have 2 minutes.

T: You have 1 minute.
T: You have 30 seconds.

If the students say bingo within the time given, wait for the second and the third bingo.

T: We have bingo. Let’s ask more people to get second or third bingo.

Reward the students with candy or something.

T: You guys did great!
