(  make them hear the wind and shiny sound

When Ss close their eyes, teacher

takes out the sun and wind puppets from somewhere. )

open your eyes.

What can you see?

(Ss answer)

There is a sun.

There is a window.

( Touch children’s cheek with how and cold puppets)
“ How do you feel? ”
(Ss answer ‘hot!’, ‘cold!’)

Yes. The Sun makes you hot. 

And the wind makes you cold

But if the sun and the wind fight

Who wins?
Raise your hand. 

The sun wins?

The wind wins?

Do you wonder?

Long time ago they had an interesting game.
