Eliciting
(I’ll post a picture of bird. But bird’s face is human’s face.)
Is it possible? 
(Ss probably say “no”) 
Right, it’s impossible. But sometimes I really want to be a bird because I want to fly. 
So, 
(I draw a thought bubble. And I draw a human’s face next to the bubble.)

Now, how do I say?
(Ss: If I were a bird, I would fly.)
That’s right.

(I write “ If, the second conditional ”on the board)

We call it conditional.

Today we are going to learn about the first conditional and the second conditional. These are very commonly used. But they are quite different in usage.
(I use wall chart)(I already wrote and drew it)
As you guys know, this (picture of sun) is impossible.

And this (other picture) is possible.
There are 2 conditionals.

First conditional : if verb (present tense) , will +verb (infinitive(basic form of verb) form)
Second conditional : if verb (past tense) , would +verb (infinitive form)
(I explain more specifically these two forms)
First if conditional is used when real, likely, possible 

Second if conditional is used when imaginary, unlikely, impossible. 
Then,
CCQ

Does the first conditional use in impossible? no

Does the second conditional use in impossible? yes
Alright, 

For example,
Demonstration

(I point at wall chart and read example sentences)
“If it rains today, the game will be cancelled.”
“If I had more money, I would travel abroad.”
