-Secondary aim: Students will improve their grammar skills by having students do worksheets and make their own sentences.
-Personal aim: I want to improve on my instruction delivery and time management. 
                         I want to be more confident on my lesson.

                         I want to try various and creative activities for students to help them 

                         learn more effectively and enjoyably. 


	Language Skills:
Listening: students will listen to teacher and other students’ speech

Reading: students will read wall chart and worksheets.
Writing: students will write their own sentences.
Speaking: students will speak to the class and to their groups.


	Language Systems:

Phonology: pronunciation of relative pronouns and intonation of the sentences containing relative pronouns.
Lexis: Relative pronouns.
Function: None to discuss
Discourse: None to discuss
Grammar: Relative pronouns.


	Assumptions:

- Students know how the class is set up and run.
- Students are all adults and know their level is advanced.
- Students know their teacher’s teaching style and rapport has been built up.
- Students know basic grammar terminology that is used in the lecture.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

	Problems:
Students may not finish their work in time

Students may finish their work faster than expected


	Solutions:
I can give them a little more extra time to finish up if the situation allows, or I can force them to finish it within the given time by giving often time warning.
I can give more time to students to do post activity and choose more students to present. Or I can run S.O.S activity.

	(Show a photo and attach it to the board)
Eliciting
Let's look at this photo from Korean soap opera, "I'm sorry, I love you"
I'll describe these two people. I want you to listen carefully.

The guy who is kissing on her forehead is So Ji-sub.

The woman who has scratches on her face is Im soo-jung. 

What common word did I use to describe these two people? (who)
What do you call these words to introduce a relative clause, for example that, which, who, as a grammatical term? (Relative pronoun) (Draw a blank line and write "pronoun" next to it to make students guess)
CCQ:

Is a relative pronoun a pronoun that marks a relative clause within a larger sentence? (Yes)
Is a noun like a dog a relative pronoun? (No)

Alright, today, our topic of the lesson is going to be about relative pronouns.
Wall chart

Let's look at the wall chart here. It shows different relative pronouns and when to use them. 

CCQ:

Can you use "who" to animals? (No)

Can you use "that" instead of which? (Yes)
Worksheet1.

Instruction

You will see some questions on your Worksheet#1 that are related with relative nouns. I want you to pick the right answer for each question. And also, I want you to mark "x" the relative pronouns that can be omitted. 
You will work individually, and you will have 1 min 30 sec to complete. 

Demonstration

For example, "Peter is the boy __ rides the blue bike.", then I would choose "who" as my answer because I'm describing a person.
ICQ:

Are you working alone? (Yes)
How much time do you have? (1min 30sec)
What do you do with Worksheet#1? 

(Answer and mark)
Monitor discreetly. Give time warning: 30 sec left. 
Students will present Worksheet#1.

	Procedure:

1. Crossword puzzle.
Instructions

Divide the class into two groups by the middle line. 
You will see crossword puzzle on your worksheet. One group will fill out all vertical words based on the given explanation, and the other group will fill out all horizontal words based on the given explanation. And I want you to recognize relative pronouns used in the explanation and put circles on them. You will have 4 minutes to complete. 
Demonstrations

For example, if the explanation says "The clothes that you wear when you sleep", then the answer should be pajama, and the relative pronoun would be "that". 
ICQ:

Are you working alone? (No)
How much time do you have? (4min)
What are you going to do? (Complete the puzzle and circle relative pronouns)

Monitor actively

Give time warning (1 min)

2. Present.
Instructions

Alright, now, I want you to read the explanation with your answer as a complete sentence. And I want a different person to answer each time. Each person has 20 seconds to present.
Demonstrations

For example, I would read out "The clothes that you wear when you sleep is pajama."
ICQ:

Are you answering individually? (Yes)

What are you going to do? (Call out our answers)

How much time does each person have? (20 sec)

Students will present Worksheet#2.

	Procedure:

1. Production
Instruction
(Write "Photo and tall" on the board)
Use these two words and as many relative pronouns as you can to make several sentences. You can make a short story with two or three sentences or you can just make one long sentence. You will work individually and have 2 minutes to complete.

Demonstration
For example, I can make one sentence like "I have a photo that has many tall buildings in it".
ICQ:

Are you working alone? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (2 min)

What are you going to do? (Make sentences)

Students present their own sentences using relative pronouns.

Error correction and feedback

Good job, everyone. I didn't hear any mistakes, and I can see you all did very well. 
Let's unscramble this word: SEWOH (whose)
Class dismissed.
