1. Read and answer
Instructions
You should see one passage in your handout. I'm going to divide the class into four groups. (Use: Group conformity Mass psychology) The person who is the tallest will be the captain of the group. You will have 1 min to read individually and after 1 min, I'm going to collect those handouts, so you want to read carefully and try to memorize as much as possible. 
ICQ:

Are you working alone? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (1min)

What are you going to do? (Read)

(After 1 min, collect the handouts)

Instructions

Now, I want each captain to move to the right group. (Hand out questions to each captain) So, each captain has a paper with questions that are related with the passage that you read. Each captain will rotate to the next group to the left and read each questions. The rest of the group members should answer in 5 seconds. The captain will count the number of the questions that they got right. The group which got the most answers will be the winner. You will have 2 min.

How much time do you have to answer each question?

1. Production
Instruction

Okay, now we'll do a simple role play. One person is a psychologist, and another person is a client. Let's just assume the situation and have conversation.

Demonstration

For example, "~, could you help me? Please come to the front". I'm a psychologist, and she is my client.

I say "Hello, what brings you here?"

And a student say "I don't think my boyfriend loves me anymore"

Then I say "Well,, Do you still love him?" 

Then she says "Well.. I don't know.."

Then I say "Then,, I suggest that you have enough time to think about your mind cautiously and let me know next time." Something like this. And then change the role if time allows. You will have one min to do your role play. You don't have to write a script, just assume the situation and say something naturally.

(Let students draw)

I want you to pick one from the cup. Who's got a psychologist? Who's got a client?

Please come to the front and let us hear your conversation.

Passage
Social psychologist Solomon Asch demonstrated group conformity by arranging an experimental setting in which the subject was provided with a designated time to arrive at the laboratory. The experimental room had in it a long table at which a number of young men were seated, all facing in the same direction. These individuals were all confederates who pretended to be subjects but were actually working for Asch, while the one true subject was told to arrive late as a ploy to get him seated at the far left. It was to make sure that he would hear the confederates' replies. Once the real subject was seated, all the men were asked to observe a line that had been printed on a  poster board, and then, three comparison lines of differing lengths and make a judgment about which comparison line matched the original. After making a choice, each person was required to say out loud which line he thought was correct. As the experiment progressed, all the confederates deliberately began making the same wrong comparisons and across 12 trials 76% of subjects went along with the group and gave an obviously incorrect response at least once. When asked to provide their answers by means of a secret ballot, subjects did not conform to the group, demonstrating that they in fact knew the responses. When one confederate in the group went against the majority and gave the correct answer, so did the real subject more frequently. Asch believed these results indicated that people do not blindly follow crowds, but rather rationally weigh the amount of disapproval they expect to face.

Answer: Group conformity

2.  Who did an experiment on group conformity in this passage?

Answer: Solomon Asch

3. According to the passage, what % of the people didn't go along with the group?

Answer: 24%

4. According to the passage, where was the real subject placed (sit)? 
Answer: The far left

5. When the test subjects were allowed to give their answers in private, what happened?

Answer: they didn't follow the confederates' answers. (or They wrote the correct answer/ it showed that they knew the correct answer)

1. Conformity: correspondence or likeness in form or appearance; congruity; agreement
