	Procedure:
1. check key vocabulary(5words) 
“before we read the article let me check 5words from article” 

(trade, cattle, crop, barter, BC) 
2. reading the article  
► Student reads the sentences one by one
“let’s read a article together one students can read 3sentences each” 

3. Comprehension questions

►Pick two or three students read questions about article.

►Some students answers the questions get reward from teacher
“Who is going to read question?”

1. What is bartering?

2. How did people measure the value of coins in the past?

3. What else can you use instead of coins or notes when you pay?
