	Target Vocabulary:

Actor, artist, astronaut, athlete, pilot, police officer, scientist, vet



	Target Sentences:

-What do you do? -I am a (job)
-What do you want to be? -I  want to be a (job)



	Materials:

Flash cards, worksheets, wall chart, blank pieces of paper, name tags, paper cup



	Aims/Objectives:
-Ss will be able to learn some useful job vocabulary and sentences by using them repetitively through the activities.
-Ss will be able to boost their imagination through role-play activity.
-Ss will be able to gain confidence by presenting their work in front of their classmates.




	Assumptions:

-Ss already have a little knowledge of actor, artist, astronaut, athlete, pilot, police officer, scientist, teacher, doctor, and vet.
-Ss already know “Job song”.

-Ss already know what they want to be in the future.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss might now know what actor, artist, astronaut, athlete, pilot, police officer, scientist, teacher, doctor, and vet do – Check their background knowledge by asking a question and elicit some answers: Who is a (job)?
-Ss might not know “Job song” – Demonstrate first with a wall chart on the board

-Ss might not know what they want to be in the future – Give them some quiet time to think

-Demonstration: (Picking up a picture and eliciting the answer from the Ss) Who is this?
-CCQs: Are you working as a group? How much time do you have?

-After activity, elicit answers from Ss: Artist, astronaut, athlete, pilot, scientist, singer, vet, police officer

	-Listening to “Job song” and changing the lyrics
-Doing the worksheets

-Playing the game

-Doing the role-play activity
	-Instruction: (Posting the wall chart on the board) Now, we are going to listen to “Job song”! After listening to this song, you, as a group, choose a different job from the original song and change the lyrics in your own way. Each group will present it after 3 minutes.
-Demonstration: Singing the song and encourage the Ss to follow after 2 rounds.
-CCQs: What are you doing with the song? How much time do you have?

-After activity, have all groups present their songs.

-Write “What do you do?” and “I am a …” on the board while Ss are finishing up the previous activity.

-Instruction: (Paring Ss) With your partner, complete the worksheet together. Pick your favorite job and ask each other the question on the board.
-Demonstration: What do you do? I am a teacher.

-CCQs: What are we doing now? What question do you ask to your partner?

-After activity, elicit the answers from Ss: 1-athlete, 2-doctor, 3-pilot, 4-artist, 5-astronaut, 6-vet, 7-singer, 8-scientist, 9-teacher

-Instruction: Now, let’s have some fun time! Do you all remember Amy teacher’s “Fry pan game”? This time, it is more special, because you are going to play this game in pairs with gesture! With same partner, pick a job which will be your team name. When your team name is called, you and your partner both have to say the team name with your group’s own gesture! 
-Demonstration: Our group name is teacher. When we are called “Teacher, three”, we say “teacher, teacher, teacher”.(with a gesture)

-CCQs: What game are we playing? Are you playing alone? What else do you have to do when your team name is called?
-Play the game for 4 minutes.

-Instruction: (Pairing Ss with new partners) What we are going to do now is role-play! Each group will randomly pick one piece of paper out of the cup and play the situation as it is written on the paper. You have about 7 minutes. 
-Demonstration: Pick a piece from the cup and read it out loud. Give Ss some example lines that fit the situation. 
-CCQs: What are we doing now? What is written on the paper you pick? How much time do you have?
-When each pair comes up to the front, have the whole class ask them the question on the board (What do you do?) and have the presenters read their situation out loud.

	-Instruction: Now, close you eyes. Think what the best part of today’s lesson was for 1 minute. (Pairing Ss) Within each pair, the person on the right will move one seat clockwise and share your opinion. Raise you hand if you are sitting on the right! 
-Demonstration: I think the best part of today’s lesson was the fry pan game.

-CCQs: What do you have to think about? Who will be moving around? Are you moving clockwise or counterclockwise?

-After 1 minute, have Ss open their eyes and start moving.

	-Playing the game
	-Instruction: Let’s play “Drawing game”! I am going to tell you a job, and, as a team, each person has only 3 seconds to draw. After 3 seconds, you have to pass the drawing to the next team member, and the next person has to add on to the drawing for 3 seconds, as well. Finally, the last person in the team has to guess which job the drawing is explaining.               -Demonstration: Do the first round with Ss.

-CCQs: How much time each person has to draw? What does the last person in the team do? 
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
