	Aims/Objectives:

· Ss will be able develop their imagination by making the story



	Assumptions:

· Ss already know alphabets
· Ss already know easy words such as prince, adult, fox, rose, and house.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss might not understand this story perfectly because this story is little hard to comprehend - Change the words of this story easily.
·  Ss might not know the spellings of the words exactly. – Match the alphabet blocks by themselves.

In your group, open the box and read the hints written on the papers in order. And guess what it is. Each word has 3 hints. And each group has to find two words. So you have 6 hints, right? Then, make words by using alphabet blocks. You have 3 minutes. 

Demonstration:  (making a word with blocks) Like this. 
After you finish, see the bottom of your box.

There are answers.

CCQ: -How much time do you have?

          -After reading the hint, what should you d do? – How many words do you have?
After activity, elicit answers and meanings from Ss by using this sentence (What does __mean? It means ___): Grown-up, Beast, Swallow, Digestion, Prey, and Dove.

Like this, the little prince thinks in a different way with adults’.

Ok now, let’s go back to story again and to meet the little prince.

 (After reading page10, close the book)

After few days, the prince met a fox. Actually, the prince was from another planet and he has a rose there. But he left his planet with the rose left alone there. Because he was sick of her appearance. But, he realized that what is important is not the outside as seen, but the inside not seen after having a conversation with the fox. 
Ok. It is a plot of this story.
