	Let’s get to know what passion fruit, condiments, spices and dairies are. 
Because we need these ingredients to make great tarts! 
(CCQ)

So what are we going to talk about today?

Does anyone know what passion fruit is?

If you already know, can you name some of your favorite passion fruits?

Passion fruits are citrus fruit, which means they have lots of vitamin c, and that gives these fruits some sourness in their flavor. 

Examples are…
(Same patters with condiments/spices and dairies.)

Condiments and spices are the ingredients which make our foods more flavorful by giving extra scent and taste. Condiments are usually in liquid form except salt and sugar, and spices are usually in powder form.

Dairies are the products you get from cows usually, but you call what goats and chickens produce dairies, too.

Now take a look at this picture. 

We have lists of ingredients we are going to use. Now we are going to categorize these words by place these ingredients according to the places you can buy them. 

So raise your hand if you know where to place this ingredient?

We can get milk from dairy farm.
Where can you get salt?
We can get salt from condiments and spices store.

	Let’s play a memory game!
