1. Describe pictures
Let me show you this picture. 

(Show the picture of Rapunzel)
Does anybody know who she is?

Yes right. She is Rapunzel.  Then who is Rapunzel?
Can anybody describe how she looks like?

(Blond, long hair, cute, pretty, purple dress, etc.)

Let me show you another picture.

Can anyone tell me who this guy is? Or can anyone guess?
Why do you think he is making such face?

(wanted person, identified criminal)

The name written here is Flynn Rider.

Actually, this name is an alias.

(Write on the board)

Please repeat after me. Alias. Nice.
Do you guys know the meaning of an alias?

It is a false name, or a nickname. It is not a real name.
His real name is “Yujin.” As a thief, he is known as Flynn Rider.
We can say “Yujin goes by the alias of Flynn Rider.” Okay?
And moving on to the next picture.

Can anyone describe the picture?

What is this animal? (Chameleon)

What’s he doing? (Imitating a villain with pointed teeth)

(Write on the board)

A villain is a bad person from a story or a movie. 

Repeat after me. Villain. Great.
His name is Pascal, and he is the best and the only friend of Rapunzel. 

Why is the drawing of a villain drawn on the floor?

CCQ

Who is Rapunzel?
Does Rapunzel have any experience of going out of the tower she lives in?

Is an alias a real name?
Yes, that’s right. Good job guys.

	Procedure:

1. Brief explanation about the song
I’ll distribute these copies first.

(Distribute the copies of lyrics)

(Write on the board: “When will my life begin”)

This song is about what Rapunzel does in her daily life.

She does so many activities in one day, and she wishes to go out of the tower to see the mysterious lights that appear only on her birthday.
The blue-colored part shows what Rapunzel does in the morning.

From the purple part, Rapunzel sings about her afternoon activities.

2. Put pictures in order

Okay. In my hand, I have pictures of Rapunzel doing something that is described in the song.
I want you guys to make 3 groups.

(Make 3 groups)

Instruction
Each group will get one set of pictures showing activities.

These activities, however, are not in the right order.

Your task is to put the activities in the right order.

Discuss with your group members, and put the pictures in right order by referring to the lyrics.

When you are done, come in front of the class and stick the pictures on the poster.

Each group will explain the pictures for the class.

You have 4 minutes.

The group that finishes the first will receive a reward!
ICQ
What are you supposed to do? (Put in order/Present)
Are you working individually?
How much time do you have?

Great. Let’s start.
If you are done, please come out and put the pictures on the poster!

You have 2 minutes left!

1 minute left!

30 seconds left!

(Every group finishes)

3. Student presentation
Could you briefly tell us what Rapunzel is doing in each picture?

(1) Sweeping -> waxing -> reading -> adding paintings -> playing guitar -> knitting -> cooking
(2) Puzzle -> darts -> baking -> paper mache -> chess -> pottery -> ventriloquy 

(3) Candle making -> sketch -> climb -> dress -> reread -> brush and brush -> wondering and wishing

· Paper mache is a composite material made of papers, sometimes with textiles.
· Ventriloquy is a skill of not moving your mouth while talking, especially when you are acting with a doll, you pretend as if the doll is the one talking not you.
Good job everyone!

And for the winners, rewards are waiting.

Aims:


- To be able to describe pictures showing people.


- To be able to participate in a whole class discussion by speaking aloud.


- To be able to discuss in groups about the sequence of events.


- To practice speaking and presenting about what students discuss as small groups.


- To practice speaking by talking about what they do in free time.





Language Skills:


- Listening: Ss listen to each other in discussions and presentation.


- Reading: Ss read the lyrics of the song.


- Writing: Ss prepare for group presentation.


- Speaking: Ss answer whole-class questions, participate in group work, and discuss in pairs.





Language Systems:


- Phonology: listening to other students, repeating after the teacher.


- Lexis: matching pictures describing certain activities mentioned in the song.


- Grammar: speaking and presenting according to the knowledge of grammar Ss already know.


- Function: listening and speaking words relate to free time and activities.


- Discourse: having a group discussion about activities in spare time.





Assumptions:


Students already know:


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.


The class involves various activities.


Students are active and willing to participate in class activities.


Students already have basic conversation skills in English.
