(Show the map of ancient Greece)
Eliciting: Do you guys know where it is?

(Greece, Sparta, Athens, etc)

Yes, it is a map of ancient Greece showing where allies of Athens and allies of Sparta were.

Where is Athens?

Where is Sparta?
1. Warm-up with pictures about Athens and Sparta

Instruction

I want you guys to make into small groups of 3.
(Designate people, helping grouping. One group may have 4 members.)

I am going to give each team a picture.

Do not turn the picture before I say so.

ICQ: Are you going to turn the picture before I tell you so?

What you have to do is to discuss with your group members, and come up with a short story about the picture. You can explain or describe the picture.
You may know what the picture is about. In that case, you may explain what you know.

You have 2 minutes to prepare your answer.

Are you working alone?

Are you to explain a picture after discussing with your group members?
Let’s start!

30 seconds left.

Time’s up!

Let’s start with this group. Could you show the picture to the class and explain about it?

(Do it for about 2~3 groups)

	Procedure:

Okay, you might have guessed. Today’s topic is about the two most famous Ancient Greek city-states: Athens and Sparta.
1. Pre-teach vocabulary

Before we start, let me go over with some words.

(Read the word and definition written, then show the picture for each word)

“Acropolis”
“Pupil”
“Revolt”
“Uncomplaining”
“Scorn”
(After explanation, put the pictures next to the words)

2. Read the passage
Now, I am going to give you today’s passage.

I do not want you to start before I say start.

ICQ: Are you going to start reading right away once you get the passage? (No!!!)
I have 2 minutes to finish. Read it alone.

ICQ
How much time do you have?

Are you working alone?

Start reading!

30 seconds left.

Time’s up!

3. Speed quiz
Okay, now I want you to work in groups again. You are in the same group as before.

We will do a speed quiz.

I am going to ask you questions about the passage.

And each team has to answer as fast as they can.

If you want to answer, you have to put your hand up first. Okay? Let’s start.

(Show the questions and read them to the class one by one)

(Mark the scores on the board)

So we have the winner! Winners will get the rewards.


	Post-Activity 

	Materials: a paper cup, small folded papers

	Procedure:

1. Role-play
Setting: An Athenian woman and a Spartan woman having conversation.

Instruction
I want you guys to pick up a paper from the cup.

If there is nothing written, you are not playing.

But if there is “Athenian” or “Spartan”, you are chosen to play the role.

Based on your understanding of the reading, your job is to have a conversation as an Athenian or Spartan woman.

You may say what you have read from the passage.

For example, if you are a Spartan woman, you may complain about the city policy of sending your son to military, parting them from parents.
(Role-play for two people)
Conclude the lesson
Okay. To conclude, :
What was the topic of today’s lesson?
(Athens and Sparta)

Yes, that’s right. (Right on the board)
You guys did great jobs today, and the lesson is over.
