OK, today we are going to learn ‘comparative adjective.’
(Write on W/B)
What is the word which is describing noun in grammar?
For example, tall, big, beautiful…
(adjective)

A comparative adjective is used when comparing two nouns.
For example, (Write on W/B)

“Yoon Song Yi is a smart girl.” Smart is describing girl, so smart is adjective. And let’s make a comparative adjective. 
“Yoon Song Yi is smarter than her brother.” So now we are comparing 2 people. For one syllable adjective, such as smart, cold, tall,… we added ‘er’ to the end of adjective.
Here are some more examples.
· One syllable that ends with an “e” - add “r” only, like fine to finer or cute to cuter. 
· Two or three syllable words - use the words “more” or “less” before the word, like difficult to more difficult or boring to less boring. 
· Two syllables that end with “y” - add “er” and change “y” to “i”, like happy to happier or early to earlier. 
What if we want compare three or more nouns? What adjective do we need? (superlative adjective)
An example would be: “My mother’s cooking is the best.” The rules for making superlative adjectives are almost identical to the rules for making comparative adjectives. 
Add “est” instead of “er”. And use “most” instead of “more”
