Ss sing a song called “Let’s go down to the farm!” with the animal sticks they made before.

Ss play a game called “Animal-pan game”.
	Main activity 1

<Instruction>

Here, these are animals’ face papers. We have cow, sheep, pig, goat, horse chicken, duck and dog. You will get one animal’s face paper. Then you need to make an animal stick by cutting, coloring and taping. 
<Demonstration>

We are going to demonstrate it first.

Now I am going to hand out animals’ face papers. I will give you 5 minutes to do it.
<CCQ>

What do you need to do?
How much time do you have?

Main activity 2

<Instruction>
Now we are going to sing a song. The name of the song is “Let’s go down to the farm!” Before we play the song, you need to know one thing. While you are listening to the song, if you hear the names and sounds of the animals you made, you need to raise your animal stick.

<Demonstration>

We are going to demonstrate it. First you listen and watch our demonstration.
Let’s play the song together!

Let’s play song again!

(Play the song with the animals’ sticks two times.)

Main activity 3

<Instruction>

Now we are going to play a game called “Animal-pan game” which is very similar to “Fly- pan game”. Everyone knows how to play “Fly pan game”. For the “Animal-pan game”, you need a partner to play this game.
(Make students as pairs.) 
I am going to hand out these animals’ name tags. Each pair is going to get one name tag and play “Animal-pan” game as a team. “Animal-pan game” is little bit different from “Fly-pan game”. When you play “Animal-pan game”, you call other animals’ names with number for example, pig 3 then the pair who has a pig name tag need to say “Oink, Oink, Oink” instead of saying “Pig, Pig, Pig.” 

<Demonstration>

If you don’t understand the instruction, don’t worry. We are going to demonstrate it. I have a pig name tag and Grace has a cow name tag. We will play the Animal-pan game. 

Amy: “I am pig.” 
Grace: “I am cow.”, “Pig one.”
Amy: “Oink.”, “cow three.”
Grace: “Moo, Moo, Moo.”, “Pig two.”
Let’s introduce ourselves before we play!
