T: Good afternoon, everyone? How are you doing today?

(Ss answer)

T: I'm OK, too.

<Elicitation>
(Elicit today's topic, the word "Social Network Services", or  "SNS" for short. 
T: Do you use the Internet often? 

   (Ss answer)

T: I do, too. So, Is there anybody who added Curtis to your Facebook friends? 

   (Ss answer)

T: Good. Thank you. So do you tweet, or do you have a 

Facebook account? Or do you post your pictures on the  Cyworld?

   (Ss answer)

T: I use these services, too. But not so often now. So what do we call these internet-based services like Tweeter, Facebook, or Cyworld? Altogether? "

  (Ss answer "SNS", "Social Network Services" 
T: Right. "Social Network Services", or SNS, for short. This is what we are going to talk about today. Like us,  nowadays, as you know, so many people use the Social Network Services through their computers or their smart phones. For example Facebook has some 800 million members!
<CCQ>

1. Is Tweeter one of Social Network Services? (Yes)
2. Is an SNS based on broad casting networks like CNN, MBC, or KBS? (No)
<Instruction>

Now, look at this picture? What do you think they are doing? We'll talk about this in groups. But before the group discussion I want you to check the useful expressions first. Now I'm going to hand out a work sheet. Take one down and pass around. 

T: So do you all have this, right? 

T: I'll give you one and a half minutes. You can just match the expressions on the left with the definition on the right by yourselves. 

<ICQ>

1. So what are we going to do? (matching)

2. How much time do you have? (1.30 min.)

3. Are you working in group? (No, individually)

T: Are you ready? Then, get started. 

T: Thirty seconds left.

T: O.K. Time's up. So what do you have for answers?

   (Pointing at a S and calling his/her name) Would you say your answer keys? 

   (The S answers)

T: O.K. Excellent!. So some words may have been difficult. Let's say it together. When you pronounce each word, please be careful about the stress. You can refer to the phonetic alphabet there, (gesturing with hands) between the brackets 
   (pronounce them with Ss together using the board)  
T: I want to give you a tip. If you meet word with -ate ending the primary stress of the word in on the syllable two syllables before. 

T: All right, good, You are doing well. 

	Main Activity

	Procedure:

T: Now I want you to make three groups according to the famous SNS names. First Cyworld, Second, Tweeter, Third Facebook. So If you want be a Tweeter member, pull up your thumb and call out  "Tweeter!" then find your group member? The members of the group cannot exceed 7. 
<ICQ>

1. So what are we going to do? (making groups)

2. How many groups do we have? (Three)

3. What are the names of the groups? (Cyworld, Tweeter, and Facebook)

4. What is the limit of the number of the group members?

  (Seven)

T: That's right. If your members are more than seven those plus members should move to other groups which are smallest. So are you ready?

   (Ss answer)

Then, I'll give you one minute. would you all stand up and recruit your members. (Clapping) Get started!

(Monitor and help each group not exceed the population limit.)

T: All right. Now please be seated with your group members. Cyworld here, Tweeter here, and Facebook here. 

<Instruction> 

T: Now each group will get a worksheet with the picture I showed you. You see. 

     (Post the picture on the board and Distribute discussion work sheets to each group)

T: Now look at the picture and guess what is happening? Discuss what is happening with your group members and make a description of the happening. I'll give you three minutes. 

<ICQ?>

1. What are we going to do? (discuss the picture)

2. How much time do you have? (three minutes)

3. Are you working individually? (No, in group)

T: So, what's your guess? Cyworld Team? (the Cyworld team answers) Tweeter, how about you? (Tweeters answer)  Facebook what's your answer? (Facebooks answer)

T: Good job. You are really working well. 

T: Now, I'm going to give you another worksheet. You will find there what the picture wants to say. And you will see three questions there too. 

     (Pass around the work sheet) 

<Instruction>

T: Do you all have it? O.K. Then, read through it quickly and discuss the three questions with your group members. I'll give you 5 minutes.

<ICQ>

1. What are we going to do? (Read and discuss)

2. Are you working in group? (Yes)

3. How much time do you have? (5)

T: Good, Then, get started. 
(Check the answers of each group)
T: So Cyworld? What do you have? Please tell us.
(The Cyworld team presents)

T: Then Tweeter? Your turn.

(The  Tweeters present)

T: Now Facebook. What have you got?

(The facebook team present)

T: Thank all of you for your excellent work.

<Instruction> 
T: Now, guys, I would like you to unscramble this word.
   (scramble 'indiscretion')

T: It's something that is risky, careless, or likely to upset people.

    (Ss answer "indiscretion")

T:  Good. This concludes today's class. You did really good job today. Thank each of you for your excellent work and active participations too.

T: Did you enjoy the class today? I hope to see you again.

S.O.S activity:

T provides some words ending -ate and has Ss guess the primary stress of the words: Fortunate, alternate 

T: Everyone, please look at the board. Can you guess where the primary stress of each word?
   (Write the words on the board)
T: So where?

   (Ss answer)
T: Yes, that's right. Because they end in '-ate', the primary stress is on the two syllables
