T: Good afternoon, everyone? How are you doing today?

(Ss answer)

T: At last you've come this far.  Today's final lesson!!
   So, I hope all of you guys cheer up and  enjoy today's story.

	Procedure:

<Elicitation>
(Elicit today's topic, the word "Mona Lisa by a Quiz"
T: Let's start off with a simple quiz. 

    Please guess who I am.

    I live in the Louvre in Paris. 

    I am well known for my mysterious smile. 

    I have no eye brows.
    Who am I?  

(Ss answer Mona Lisa.) 
T: That's right. You got the answer. 

(Put on the picture of Mona Lisa on the board.)
T: Today, we're going to read stories about Mona Lisa. 

T: Now take a look at this picture. (Showing the picture of Lenard da Vinci). Have you ever seen this man before? Who is he?
(Ss answer "Lenard da Vinci")

(If they don't know) (T: He painted the Mona Lisa)

T: Wow! You are so knowledgeable. That's right. Mona Lisa was painted by Leonard da Vinci.
<CCQ>

1. Is Mona Lisa famous for her smile? (Yes)
2. Is Mona Lisa in Italy now? (No)
<Instruction>

T: Then, take a look at another picture now. Wow! Who is this guy?  Do know about him? 

  (Ss answer "No")

His name is Vincenzo and he is related with Mona Lisa. Now I want you to just guess who he is. And come to the board and write your thought on the board. 

For example, (write on the board 

     "Mona Lisa was ___________ by him." )
Kissed. Mona Lisa was kissed by him.
So I'm going to give 1 minute. The closest match will be given a reward. 

<ICQ>

1. What are you going to do? (write my thought)

2. How much time do you have? (1 min.)
3. Are you working individually? (Yes)
T: OK, then, get started.

(after 1 min.)

T: Um. Let me see. Who wrote '.....'
(Check whether there is "stolen" or words with a similar meaning)? 
(Ask Ss to read the sentence they complete.)
(Ss read). 
Good job. Among these are the answer for what he did.
(or Unfortunately there is no answer, but it's O.K. This means you belong to the majority.) 
The reward will be given right away after the answer is revealed.

	Procedure:

T: Now, let's find out what happened? We're going to read two stories. But before I hand out the stories I want you to get accustomed to some useful words and expressions. 

(Using a wall chart with words and definitions: (be) said to, go well, of all time, portrait, exhibit) 

(Have Ss pay attention to the pronunciation of 'exhibit' and it nominal 'exhibition' then add examples like 'exist, exit, example, extract)

T: Now look at the wall chart. Check the words or idioms and their meanings. (Read each item together)

T: Now look at the final word. How do we say it. 

    Yes, right. ig-ZI-bit. Then how about its nominal form. 

    Yes. Ek-suh-BI-shun. Good. Can you give more word starting with 'ex-'

    (T Practice several words together with Ss)

<Grouping>

T: Now I would like you to work in groups. I want three groups according to the portraits on the board. Mona Lisa, Da Vinci, and Vincenzo. (Make three groups)

Mona Lisa here, Da Vinci here, and Vincenzo here. 

<Instruction>

T: Now I'm going to give you vocabulary worksheet. When you take it, match each word or expression with the definition fit for it. Work with your group members and please don't start before I say go. 
<ICQ>

1. So what are you going to do? (Matching)

2. Are you working individually? (No, in groups)

3. Are you going to start when you get the handout? (No)

<Instruction> 

T: I'll give you two minutes. After you finish, one member of each group  will come to the board and write their answers. The team who scores most will win and be rewarded. 
<ICQ>

1. How much time do you have? (1 min.)

2. What are you going to do after finishing matching? (Write the answer on the board.)
T: Are you ready? Then, go. 

(2 min. later)

T: OK. Time's up. Now write your answer and check.

T: Wow. ____ team got the highest score. Here's your reward.

<Instruction>

T: Now, it's time to find out what happened? I am going to distribute the stories. You'll be given two sheets of paper. They have two related articles. Then you’ll be given another one, on which you can find questions on the articles. First, read the articles then find the answers for the question as quickly as possible. Work with your group members again. If you finish your Qs then mark your answers to the board.  The team who gains most wins. 

<ICQ>

1. What are you going to do now? (Read and find the answer, then mark it on the board.)

2. Are you working individually? (No, in groups)

3. How much time do we have? (??)

4. How many pieces of papers will you get? (3)

<Instruction>

T: There is no time limitation. First come, first served. So if you finish your work, just dash to the board and mark it. Here is another rule. If some team marks, the team cannot change their marking, and other teams cannot mark on the same place where the previous team marked. Please wait until I say go. So make quick but careful decisions. 

<ICQ> 

1. Are you going to start before I say go? (NO)

2. Can you change your answer on the board once you marked? (NO)

3. Can you mark on the place that other team occupied? (NO)

T: O.K. Are you ready? Then go!

T: Let's Check the answer. 

<Instruction> 

T: Now I want you to discuss with your group members two questions on the Question Work Sheet. 
I’ll give you two minutes. 

<ICQ>

1. What are you going to do now? (Discuss)

2. Are you working individually? (No, in groups)

3. How much time do we have? (3 min.)

T: Now, guys, I would like you to unscramble this word.
   (scramble 'Mona Lisa')

(Ss answer "Mona Lisa")

T:  Good. This concludes today's class. You did really good job today. Thank each of you for your excellent work and active participations too.

T: Did you enjoy the class today? I hope all of your plans go well this year. 

S.O.S activity:

T provides some background information about Leonard da Vinci and his hometown Florence/Firenze.

T: Do you know where is the home for Leonard da Vinci?
It starts with F, and it rhymes with essence. In Italian, it starts with Fi-. So do you have this answer now?

(Ss answers)

T:Yes, Firenze in Italian, and Florence in English. 

(Showing pictures) This is Florence. It is well known with red roofs and the Uffizi Gallery there. 
   (Ss answer)
T: Yes, that's right. Because they end in '-ate', the primary stress is on the two syllables

Aims: 


Main aim: To make Ss improve their reading skills by reading contents about Mona Lisa.  


Secondary aim: Ss will improve other skills through listening to others' speech and participating in the 


           discussion. 


Personal Aims: I want to make my teaching clearer and more effective by using CCQs and ICQs.


                        I want my class to be active by including a variety of activities.








Language Systems:


- Phonology:  pronunciation of words starting with 'ex-' and words with '-tion' ending     


       such as 'exhibit, exhibition, exist, example, exit.'


- Lexis: Vocabulary related to the art or the theft.  


- Function:  Asking informative questions


- Grammar: Passive construction(be + p.p.) 


- Discourse: None to discuss





Assumptions:


- Ss know about Mona Lisa, and its painter Leonardo da Vinci.


- Ss probably don't know about the theif of the Mona Lisa.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may don’t know some words or expressions necessary to understand the reading material. 


T Provides  key vocabulary before they read it.





Some Ss may not be good at reading.


T has Ss make groups and work them in their group.
