<Elicitation>
(Elicit today's topic, "auxiliary verbs", or "auxiliaries"

T: You said you ate A, B, C for lunch. So you like A, right?

(S answers ) (T writes "..... likes A."
T: Let me ask you a question here? How can we ask a question in English? What do we have to do to the affirmative sentence?
(Ss probably answer "Change the position of the verb and the subject.)

T: Thank you. Now I change position of the verb and the subject. (Work on the board "Likes .... A?) OK? Is that right?
(Ss respond) Yes, we should put "Does" here and change "likes" into "like". So what is "Does" here that we do not have in the corresponding affirmative sentence? What do we call this kind of verbs?
  (Ss answer "auxiliary", "auxiliary verbs")

T: That's right. Auxiliary verbs are helping verbs precede main verbs. We are going to talk about auxiliaries in English today. You’ve already learned a lot about English auxiliaries, so today’s lesson is kind of quick review of the whole system of auxiliaries. 
T: So, Will you name any auxiliary verbs?

(Ss answer, T writes in on the board)

T: Good, So we have 'Modals', 'have' of perfect, 'be' of progressive, and 'be' of passive.

<CCQ>

1. Is can a helping verbs?  (Yes)

2. Do auxiliary verbs follow main verbs (No)

<Instruction>

T: I want you all think out a sentence about yourselves using auxiliaries on the board. I’ll give you just thirty seconds.

<ICQ>

1. What are we going to do? (making a sentence)

2. How much time do we have? (30 seconds)

3. Are you working in groups? (No)

T: All right, (S’s name) Would you tell us your sentence? 

(S answers.)

Repeat 2 Ss more. 

T: Good job. Thank you.

<Explanation>

T: Now I am going to handout a table. (T distributes a handout "English Verb Group")

T: Have you all got the paper? Good. So how many kinds of auxiliaries do we have? Yes, four kinds. Modals, two aspectual auxiliaries, i.e. perfect and progressive, and finally voice auxiliaries. Each type of auxiliaries is related to a grammatical concept. Aspect, modality, and passive voice. I think you’ve all learned those before. So I just want you to heed the order of these auxiliaries and what verb form should be followed. When more than two auxiliaries appear in a clause or a simple sentence the order is just as the table shows. First, modals, then perfective have, then progressive be, finally passive be. You must not change the order. In addition, each auxiliary determines the verb which immediately follows it. For example, progressive be should always take –ing form of verbs. Then where is tense? How many tenses do you think there are in English? (Ss answers) OK? Actually the English language has only two tenses basically. What about future event? They are expressed by other grammatical means or constructions. Modal verbs will, shall, constructions like be going to, be about to, be to, be –ing, be supposed to, and even simple present tense form can refer to the future event. Anyhow, the important thing you should remember is the tense is marked on the first auxiliary, and if there is no auxiliary, then marked on the main verb. The tense is marked only once. 

<CCQ>
1. So what’s the maximal number of auxiliaries in a simple sentence? (4) 

2. What is the fixed order of auxiliaries? (modals, have, progressive be, passive be)

3. How many tenses do we have in English (2)
<Explanation>

T: So the first auxiliary is very important. We call it an operator (T Writes “Operator” on the board.) If you want to make a question, just move it in front of the Subject. It you want to make a negative sentence, add ‘not’ just behind it. It’s very simple, isn’t it? We don’t have to memorize all the forms of questions and negative sentences. 
<CCQ>

1. Can the second auxiliary verb be an operator? (No)
<Grouping>

T: Now I want you to work in groups. (pointing at S by S) Modal, Perfective, Progressive, Passive. Now Modals are one group, Perfectives another, Progressives still another, and Passives the other. So Modals here, then Perfectives here, and Progressives here, Passives here. Please sit down with your partners.
<Instruction>

T: Now, I am going to give you worksheets. Take one down and pass around. You’ll have three pages. Find every auxiliary verb there and circle them. Work with you group members. I’ll give you 5 minutes. And pleas do not start before I say go.
<ICQ>

1. So what are we going to do? (find and circle auxes)

2. How much time do you have? (5)

3. Are you working in groups? (Yes)

4. Are you going to start only when I say go? (Yes)

T: O.K. Do you all have three pages? Then go.
T: So, how many auxiliaries did you find? 
(T asks each group. Ss answer.)
T: Wow, You guys did very good job.

You can also pronounce ‘would have been’
like ‘wudabin.’ And actually the English speaker don’t like the repetition of be.

T: Now you are in groups, just make two sentences with your group members using your team name’s auxiliary and one or more auxiliaries. The sentence should be related with your team members. For example, if I were a Perfects member, I would have to use ‘perfective have’ and make “I have been studying TESOL for a month in Times Media.”
