	Target Sentences:

Try to guess what I am?
The answer is _______.( animal’s name)
It can ______/ It is ______.( matching verbs or adjectives with the animal )


	Materials:

PPT, projector, computer, video clips, board, markers, word cards



	Aims/Objectives:

Ss learn vocabulary and expressions relating to their favorite animals.
Ss learn how to co-operate with peers after listening to T’s instructions.
Ss practice and improve speaking, listening and writing skills.


	Assumptions:

Ss know different animal names and their characteristics. (Frogs can leap, swim, paddle; Elephants are grey, they have a long nose, etc.)
Ss already know some famous English songs. (London Bridge, Twinkle Twinkle Little Star, Mary Had a Little Lamb, etc.)



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not know any verbs or adjectives related to their favorite animals. 

• Elicit from other Ss when working with the whole class. 
• Let the peer help them learn.
      Ss may need more time for the group work.
• Let the finished Ss present first and the rest present the next time.

What am I? The answer is…… [elicits from Ss] a giraffe!
