	Aims/Objectives:

	Assumptions:
· Ss may already know the name of the animals very well.
· Ss may have listened to the song several times.

· Ss may know the verbs well.       



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not be able to catch up with what the animals do in the video.
→ Play the video again and give them chance to act out again.
· Ss may have difficulty using verbs appropriately.
→ Give them more simple example sentences.
