	Aims:

· will be able to learn vocabulary and expressions for describing the song’s actions by making gestures in small group discussions

· will be able to practice listening to the song from two singers – male and female
· will be able to pick up words by filling in the blanks on a work sheet while listening the song

· will be able to practice speaking by discussing with group members


	Language Skills:

· Reading : Vocabulary worksheet
· Listening : the song 

· Speaking : making gestures & explaining and comparing answers within groups

· Writing : dictation, listing one’s experiences with “I’ve been ~ing with” pattern


	Language Systems:
· Lexis : Vocabulary used in the song, especially verbs
· Function : Expressing one’s specific feeling

· Grammar : Present continuous perfect 

· Phonology : I’ve/ em/ sound

· Discourse : Expressing one’s experiences in detail within groups


	Assumptions:

    Students already know:
· How the class is set up and run ( there will be 4 students groups at each tables)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students are high school students 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to listen to the song easily
· Follow the task-feedback circle : let them listen to the song again until they get the gist of the content

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

· Chunk the listening (pause, play and rewind)

· Students may need more time to work on the vocabulary

· If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board

· If the time is short

· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about the meaning of the song and practice vocabularies.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

· Ask as many students as possible about their expressions of using Present Perfect Continuous tense to individuals or discourse in a pair
