	Language Skills:

	Language Systems:

-Function : Stating which place to go and what activity they want to do.
-Phonology : Pronunciation related to vocabularies in scheduling.

-Lexis : Key words and new vocabulary for scheduling

-Discourse : Sharing experiences about scheduling and debating.

-Grammar : not focus on specific topics, but will slightly touch the future tense


	Assumptions:

-Ss already know the Ts style of teaching and how the classroom works.
-Ss are intermediate level.

-They are mostly active. The class will work in groups.

-They know they are going to go on a field trip.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss don’t understand what is scheduling. 
 ->T explains scheduling with time table in detail.

-Ss take longer to complete their task than expected.

->Skip the post activity and complete the main activity.
