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Men do more things through habit than through reason. This is a famous proverb. A habit has power to change human life. That's why a teacher needs to try to make his students form good habits. Students can achieve a lot of things through good habits.
Teachers need to set some ground rules and explain why students must stick to the rules in order to motivate them .But this is not enough. As we know, some students are habitually late or absent. A teacher should help them to abandon the bad habit and cultivate a good habit. It's important to think about how a teacher can deal with these problems.
First, let's imagine this situation. I would like to make students only speak English in my class. But, as you know, they tend to speak their mother tongue. Because they have a habit of using their mother tongue. In that case, how can I deal with this problem before they have a habit of using English? As you expected, it is not easy to make that environment. Therefore, a teacher's role is very important. Above all, as I said, a teacher should make students see the necessity. But it proves insufficient for making students observe the rule. so I need several more methods. When they break the rule, a teacher can give punishment to them. In my case, when I went to an English institute, all students spoke only English. How was that environment made in Korean? At first, students had the habit of speaking English. How? Let’s think about characteristics of Koreans. When they speak English, they are afraid to misspeak; they are ashamed of using wrong words or wrong grammar. 
Could we speak perfectly at once, when we learnt Korean? The answer is definitely no. The students don't have to feel shame about mistakes. It is natural progress. Therefore, it is important for a teacher to make students be aware of that. My past teacher informed that a person who tried to speak only English could improve their English skill more quickly. And then we set a punishment. Watching one another, whenever they spoke Korean, they had to pay a fine. Also, the worst student had to clean the humidifier. As time went by we could have a habit of speaking English under this circumstance. So the fine decreased the amount of Korean remarkably. But it is hard for beginners to use only English. Thus, in this case, the teacher can have the students make wall charts and they can learn useful expressions directly by making it. Attaching wall charts in class which contain useful expressions can help beginners. And they can communicate with friends by finding necessary expressions on wall charts. 
Second, how does a teacher deal with lateness and absence? As you know, some particular students are always late. To change this bad habit, a teacher can suggest some method. 
For example, when a student is late or absent without notice, the teacher can punish him or her. The teacher can think of a method that other classmates are amused by latecomer through. My past teacher made a shame box which has a hole on part of a face. If someone come late, he or she shall wear the box and then speak loudly. “I won't be late again.” Most students didn't want to do that. Thus they were not late. Sometimes there were students who were used to wearing the shame box. In this case, the teacher gave them another punishment. Before attending the class, they had to sing a pop song that we learned in class. I think this policy is good because class mates have a short break time feeling the pleasure. It helps students concentrate on class again. And an idea was the way that I used when I was a teacher, latecomers without notice increased one by one. I had to devise a measure. At that time I came up with an idea, There was a vending machine in our institute. So, I make the late student treat his classmates to beverages. It was really effective. But, I should know about student's situation or environment. The more I pay attention to him or here the more he or she tries. Above this, I gave a gift certificate to students who were not absent and late for a month. This had a synergetic effect. 
Finally, how can a teacher help students give good presentations? Before students present their assignment, teachers can give some feedback and correct some grammatical errors after reading their first draft. And then a teacher has the students practice in front of the class to allow their classmates to provide feedback. By practicing it, students can reduce tension and get better. Also showing good works which previous students made is another good way. Students refer to it and create better work. When I was a university student, my professor gave an assignment. It was to reinterpreted classic literature modernly. Then he showed us the two works that previous students made. One was in music video form; the other was in documentary form. They were fresh and surprising. Actually, they helped our team make a wonderful work. So we could give a successful presentation. Therefore I think it is important to show a good sample.
In conclusion, I believe in setting up an English environment and having students come on time to make good habits. So, to have these habits, a teacher has to put in a lot of effort. At first, the teacher should impress his students when they stick to the rule. And then when they break the rule, a teacher can punish them. When they do it well, a teacher can reward them. Also, a teacher needs to know about the living conditions of students through consultant. As for presentations, to complete a good presentation, a teacher should show a good sample, give solid feed back, and give students enough time to prepare and practice presentation. I believe a teacher's role help students to accomplish their given task with affection. When I am a teacher again, I will help students have a good habit by applying my experience.
