       -> If it takes longer than 2minutes, they can review it when they do main activity.

As you know, past and past participle are formed by adding -d or -ed, to the base form of regular verbs. 
However they are also formed in various other ways for irregular verbs so you should memorize each of them whenever you see them. so you should memorize as many past participles as possible. 
Most people sometimes get confused irregular verbs. 
So. We’re going to go over it and play a game.

Can you identify two usages of present perfect tense?
There are here and here.

By the end of this lesson, I think you’ll find it easier and recognize and use the ppt.

Let’s talk about forming this verb tense.

The ppt requires two verbs.

A helping verb and a main verb.

A helping verb will be either have or has.

The main verb will be a past participle.

That’s the third form of verb.

For example eaten for eat, driven for drive and been for be and so on.

Now, I said a helping verb is either have or has.

Those helping verbs contract with the pronoun.

The contraction, short forms are the following.

.

I’ve,  they’ve,   you’ve       she’s       he’s

Let’s go on.

Exercise, complete the sentence with the ppt

      A little bit about my past

Let’s do number1,together

1,this is my husband, we                  married for 10 years

The answer is…….

Now using the contraction is we’ve, I’ve.

In the opening talk, I said “has been crazy.”
Because I want to explain that……..

The craziness began about two weeks ago…..

And it continues till now.

So ,the first reason why we use the ppt……is

Is to connect the past to the present.

Something began in the past, and continues till now.

(CCQ)

Again, why do we use the pp?

First reason…..to make a connection between the past and the present

Second reason…to state that something (such as a condition or situation) began in the past and continues to the present

And then let’s talk about simple past and present perfect

Simple past is specific, known and finished

Present perfect is general, unknown and unfinished

For example, I’ve read the book-general.

I read the book last month-specific

I’ve done my project-general

I did my project two weeks ago-specific

I want you remember these points.

(Distribute worksheet)

We will make a comic strip using the ppt.

We will make a 4-group.

I will give you 10minutes.

Let’s make a presentation.
