	Aims:
Main aims: 
· Students will be able to express their own regrets and give advice to others using the phrase “should (not) have” by participating in several activities – speaking, grammar, and reading activities with pairs/group members. 
Secondary aims:

· Students will be able to enhance their speaking skills through pair works, class participations, and short presentations.

· Students will be able to improve their writing skills by completing worksheets (making their own sentences using the phrases “should have” and “shouldn’t have”).
· Students will be able to improve their reading skills by comprehending the situation on the reading worksheet.
· Students will be able to enhance their listening skills by listening to the teachers’ instructions, other students’ opinions and presentations.
· Students will be able to learn the grammar rules in using the phrases “should have” and “shouldn’t have” – “should (not) have + past participle”

Personal aims:

· Increase STT and decrease TTT (Eliciting, student-centered activities, interactions)
· More enthusiasm and confidence
· Clear instructions


	Language Skills:

Speaking: Responding to Eliciting, class discussions & interactions, presentations
Listening: Listening to teacher’s instructions and explanations, interaction with classmates –   listening to other students’ opinions and presentations  

Reading:  Reading wall-charts and worksheets prepared by instructors
Writing: Making their own sentences in various activities to learn the phrases “should (not) have”


	Language Systems:
Phonology: None to discuss
Lexis: Learn the definitions of words in the reading passage 
Grammar: “Should (not) have + past participle” – a past form of modal, should
Function: To express regret or mistakes in the past,  to give advice to others
Discourse: Pair works, group discussions


	Assumptions:
Students already know

· How the class is set up and run (including “English Only” policy)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· Students are able to express their ideas with occasional errors.
· Students are able to vary language from to suit the situation.
· Students are familiar with modals.
· Students are aware of a past form of should (modal) 

· Students are familiar with past forms and past participles. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to comprehend the reading material thoroughly.
( Go over the details of the passage together and summarize it together
· Students may not know about the form “past participle”

( Teach it and show examples on the wall chart
· Students may struggle with pronunciations, 
( Read the words and ask the students to repeat after me 
· Students may need more time to discuss reading material

( Allow more time. But if they need more than 5 minutes, ask the whole class to share their ideas and help the students who wanted more time

· Students may need more time for their short presentations
( Allow more time. But if they need more than 5 minutes, ask them to wrap it up. Give them time warning for several times

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

( Play games, do SOS activity

· If time is running out,

(Shorten the discussion time and ask only few students to share their ideas

	Whole Class
	1. TTT: Hello, everyone! How are you all? Excited for our micro-teaching class?
(brief conversation with the students and stretch bodies)

OK, are you ready now? 
Let’s look at these pictures first. 
2. (Put the pictures on the board) – 2~3 pictures 
TTT: Can everybody see the pictures? 
Tell me anything about them. 

What happened to them? What are they thinking? What about their feeling? 

(eliciting from the students)
· embarrassed
· regrets
· mistakes
· frustrated
· tired 
· confused
· etc
TTT: Do you have any experience showing these reactions, feelings? 

(eliciting) 
· Their answers don’t have to include the phrase “should (not) have”.

· Any sentences describing similar feelings are OK. 

So we’ve been talking about our mistakes and regrets

Today, we are learning the expression, “should have” to express our regrets.

	1. Instruction: OK, I will hand out this sheet.
 Work with a person next to you. (Indicate each person’s partner. One group will be made of 3 people.)

There are 9 pictures on the sheet. Briefly discuss about the situation with the key words and make one or two sentences using “should have” or “shouldn’t have” for each picture.

I will give you 5 minutes. 

First, I will show you my demonstration. 

Demonstration: 

Look at this picture (post the wall-chart 1 of the worksheet on the board)

The key words are “too much alcohol … headache”. 

She drank too much alcohol. Now she has a headache.

My sentence is “She shouldn’t have drunk too much alcohol.” Or

“She should have drunk lots of water while she was drinking.”
CCQ:

What do you have to do now? (Make one or two sentences) 

Who are you working with? (A person next to me)
How much time do you have? (5 minutes)
(Distribute Grammar Worksheet 1)
(Monitor discreetly. Answer questions if the students ask
Give time warnings. 1 min left. 30 seconds left)

TTT: OK, I want each pair to share the one sentence with the class.

	1. TTT: Are you familiar with the phrase, “should have” and “shouldn’t have”?

Concept questions: 

Tell me whether my statement is correct or not. 
1. We use these phrases to talk about the past. (yes)
2. We use these phrases to talk about the future. (no)
3. We use these phrases to describe the present situation. (no)
4. We use them to confirm or compliment our past choices. (no)
5. We use them when we regret the choices we made in the past. (yes)
2. TTT: Now, let’s learn simple rules when we use these phrases. Did you notice any format while you made the sentences with the pictures? 
The basic format for a sentence using this phrase is.... 
Subject + should have + past participle (post it on the board) 


TTT: When you use past participle, the verb form changes.
First, can anyone tell me past forms of some verbs? 

(write them on the board) 
Ex) walked, brought, saw, forgot, did, drank, studied, etc. ….
Good. Can you tell me the past participles of these verbs?

(write them on the board)  
Ex) walked, brought, seen, forgotten, done, drunken, studied, etc. 

As you can see, some past participle forms are the same as its past form and some past participles forms are different from its past form. 

I will give you a list of irregular verbs for your reference. 

(Distribute the handout)
3. Instruction: 

Now I will give you another hand-out. (show the worksheet to students)

The situations are given, so you need to make the sentences using “should have” or “shouldn’t have”. 

 (Distribute grammar worksheet 2)

I will show you my demonstration. 

Demonstration
Look at # 1 in section I. 
“We went to a movie, but it was a waste of time and money.” They think that going to the movie was a mistake. So you can say “We shouldn’t have gone to the movie.”
The questions in section II are exactly the same as the ones in section I except the fact that they are dialogues.

So you need to change the subject. 

Work individually first, and then compare the answers with your partner.

I will give you 3 minutes to work alone and 2 minutes for the pair works.
CCQ

What are you supposed to do? (Make sentences for the given situations.) 

Who are you working with? (First, alone and later with the partner)
For how long? (individual - 3 min., pairs – 2 min.)
(Monitor unobtrusively. Answer questions if students ask.

Give time warning. 1 minute left, 30 seconds left)

Instruction:

OK, now work with your partner. 

 (Monitor unobtrusively. Answer questions if students ask.

Give time warnings. 1 min left. When 30 seconds left, ask students to wrap up their discussion.)

TTT: Does anyone have a question?
3. TTT: OK, now I want to make 3 groups. 2 groups with 6 people and 1 group with 5 people.

(Indicate their group members.)

Now let’s read a story. 
(Distribute the reading worksheet) 

Before you read the story, read the definitions of the words on the bottom of the sheet. They are in the story. 
(give students time to read)
TTT: Do you have any questions regarding to the words? Do you feel comfortable? 

OK, now please read this story first. After you read it, make more than 7 sentences using “should have” and “shouldn’t have” based on the contents of the story. Write the sentences on the sheet. 
Work with your group members. You have 10 minutes. 

CCQ

What are you supposed to do first? And then?

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have? 

(Monitor discreetly. Answer questions if students ask.

Give time warnings. 3 minutes left. 1 minute left. When 30 seconds left, ask students to wrap up their discussions.)

TTT: Do you like the story? Personally, what do you think of this couple?

Anyone wants to support John? Julie?
Please share your opinions with the class. 
Say your statement with “should (not) have” and your opinions.

	1. Free production
TTT:   Now, are you confident using the expressions, “should have” or “shouldn’t have”?

“Oh, I should have…”
2. Close the lesson.
