	Aims

	1. To practice how to speak when people are addicted to something by speaking and repeating sentences together.
2. To share Ss’ experience what they have ever addicted to something by have a conversation with partners and in front of classmates.
3. To get familiar with songs in English by listening a song related to the topic. 
4. To make sentences flexibly by making many sentences with examples.



	Language Skills

	1. Listening: listening classmates and teacher’s speaking, and music
2. Speaking: speaking sentences and sharing experiences with classmates
3. Reading: reading new words worksheet and lyric of a song
4. Writing: taking notes for new vocabulary.



	Language Systems

	1. Lexis: New vocabulary work
2. Discourse: conversation about Ss’ experience of addiction
3. Function: pair works or individually with worksheets



	Assumptions

	Students already know:
1. Ss are familiar with pair or group works. 
2. Ss enjoy learning with lyric of a song.
3. Ss should speak English only during the class.
4. Ss know teacher’s style and how the class runs.


	Anticipated errors and solutions

	1. Ss may have difficulty of understanding lyric of song.
→ teach unclear phrases before learning the song.
2. Ss may give the wrong answers from worksheets.
→correct it together with the whole class instead of going back
3. Ss may not finish in time.
→help them to finish it when checking time with the classmates
4. Ss may not speak enough when having a conversation activity.
→Encourage them to speak more.
