- Students will be able to practice listening, vocabulary and expressions by doing activity.

- Students will be able to improve their writing skill by making their own story.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: ‘make a menu’ worksheet
· Listening: Speaker’s short speech (short story), other classmate speech.

· Speaking: Discussion as a group, individual speech during the post activity about their own    opinion. 
· Writing:  Answering of vocabulary activity, Creating their own story as a group



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Words used in worksheet and the listening passage

· Phonology: Listening to the dialog from a story.
· Discourse:  sharing opinion of the topic individually and group discussion. 



	Assumptions:

· Students have been go to the restaurant.
· Students think about the food last class. 
· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· Students already know how to group work or pair work.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Some students will difficultly do making worksheet.
→ Have Ss do themselves first and give some help to make worksheet.

Some students will not understand the listening context.

→ Listen one more time or more then 

Some students may don’t know new vocabulary.

→ Explain the vocabulary using example
