	Aims:  Students will be able to
Understand the use of adverbs of manner through an interactive pair and group activities.  
Read the dialogue in a way that shows their adverb. 

Act out a variety of verbs and adverbs.

           Identify adverbs in a sentence level and distinguish the difference between adjectives aand adverbs.
Ask and answer using adverbs of manner with their partner.


	Language Skills:

	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

Students already know some of the basic concept of part of speech, such as what verb and adjective is.
They are mostly active students.

They are elementary 6 grade level.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students may not be able to follow the instructions of each activity
→Demonstrate each activity and use CCQ for clear understanding.

If students finish all the activities faster than I expected.

→Use SOS activity to fill in.

Students may feel uncomfortable working with their partners in a pair work activity.

→Try to keep the pairs same sex or allow students to choose their own partners.
If there’s an odd number in a pair work activity.

→Make a group of three for one group.

	Greetings &Introducing teachers.

Teachers write down their names on the board. So teacher writes her name very quickly and Nahee teacher ask students to describe her action. Ask, “How did So teacher write?”
Elicit the adverb ‘quickly’ (or fast is okay). 

Ask students what they know about some words that ends with ‘-ly’. Write down some words on the board. Using those words, quickly go through the same word ending song.

Group work
	Ask students to find out some common things in those ‘-ly’ ending words. 
Elicit students’ knowledge about  “Adverbs”
Show three pictures of different actions. Ask students to describe each picture. 
“How did the dog bark?”
“How did he laugh?”
“How did he run?”
Teachers demonstrate the actions from the pictures using adverbs. 
Present the adverbs of manner wall chart.

Adverbs of manner tell us how someone does something. They describe verbs. Look at these two sentences; “Snails move slowly. Mice move quickly.” Can you indentify a verb in each sentence? How do mice move? How do snails move? Yes, ‘slowly’ and ‘quickly’. These are adverbs of manner that describe verbs. 
To form an adverb of manner, we usually add ly to the adjective. What are adjectives? Can you give me an example? 
Continue work on how to form an adverb of manner with some examples. 

Go through some irregular forms of adverbs. 
Adverbs Scavenger Hunt (Adjective or Adverb?)

Instructions 

Divide the class into four teams. Write a sentence on the board, and underline either an adjective or an adverb. Have a representative from team one say whether the word is an adjective or an adverb as well as what word it is describing. If the student is correct, one point is scored for his team. If the student gives an incorrect answer, the same sentence goes to team two, and team two receives and additional turn after that sentence. Make sure each student has a turn.

	Main activity 1 : Read with adverbs
Remind students that adverbs describe verbs and actions.

Present the target vocabulary list to the students. Make sure to write each word on the board and pronounce it. Have Ss repeat to get the write pronunciation. Act out the different adverbs so that students clearly understand their meanings. 
Instructions

Divide students into pairs. Give each student the following script. 
A: Hello. How are you?

B: I’m fine, thanks. How are you?

A: Fine. Do you want some chocolate?

B: Yes, please. Thank you. 

Explain to the students that one of them will be speaker A and the other will be speaker B. Have students choose who will read for whom. Read through the dialogue and ask them to practice reading aloud. Give each pair an adverb. Tell them that they should not show their adverb to any other pair. Explain that they must read the dialogue in a way that shows their adverb. Tell students that at the end of their reading, the other pairs will guess their adverb was. Give them three minutes to practice. 
Teachers demonstrate the activity. Encourage students to practice their actions as well as their reading.

When the pairs are ready, call on pair to the front of the class. After they have acted, allow the other pairs to guess the adverb. Continue until all pairs have gone. 

Main activity 2 : Act it out! Speed game
Go through the verbs and adverbs on the list.
Instructions

Divide the class into four teams. And each team chose two presenters. Two presenters hold a secret list of verbs and adverbs. There are ten verbs and ten adverbs. Other team member then call out two numbers. One for the verb and one for the adverb. Then two presenters must act out what you chosen. The other team member should guess the verb and adverb that the two presenters acted out.
Each team has one minute to go around. The team who guesses the most answers is the winner.
Teachers demonstrate the activity.

Rules 

If the coin is flicked outside of the board game, the player loses a turn. If the coin is half in one square and half in another the player loses a turn. If a player flicks their coin in a square which has already been signed they miss a turn.
